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INTERNATIONAL FINANCIAL INSTITUTES
AND MULTIPOLARITY CHALLENGES

Abstract. The world is changing, moving towards multi-polarity. However, despite the explicit shifting
of the center of economic gravity from the West to the East, the dominance of the West in establishing
the rules of conduct in the global economy and global finance remain virtually immutable. The author
argues that the widely-discussed reform of the IMF quota and governance has not led to a significant
strengthening of the role of the most dynamically developing emerging economies in the Fund’s decision-
making. Regional economic players (such as the BRICS) have been actively involved in the international
division of labor. However, the existence of institutional financial monopolies hinders the redistribution
of global value added. Armed with the advanced information technologies and financial innovations, the
leaders of financial globalization are redirecting scarce global resources in favor of the world-systemic
core. The study is based on comparative methods and system analysis and aims to provide a comprehen-
sive view on the way of involvement of global financial institutions in the control of the processes of financial
globalization. US dominance in international financial institutions contribute to the further advancement
of the global role of dollar as reserve currency of central banks, the currency of international settlements,
deposits, loans and investments. It’s shown that the implementation of financial globalization is strong-
ly correlated with the concept of the «center-periphery» model, on which the functioning of the global
capital market is dependent. The features of the modern structure of the global currency market are sum-
marized. The article reveals some legal aspects of global governance, in particular the role of the Anglo-Ame-
rican law in the global economy and global finance. It is concluded that for full participation of emerg-
ing markets, particularly the BRICS countries, in the processes of globalization, it is necessary to create
a parallel financial system, aimed at the development of the real sector of the economy, which would be
independent of the rules that have been established within existing system of international financial in-
stitutions.

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IMF AND SOCIO-POLITICAL PROCESSES
IN THE POST-SOVIET SPACE

S.N. Fedorchenko
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Abstract. The article shows that the practice of the International Monetary Fund to provide loans
to countries in need starts an unexplored chain reaction of changes in the socio-political processes. As a work-
ing hypothesis, the author proposes the following assumption: functioning in the conditions of post-Soviet
societies, where for a long time a key role in the economy and politics was played by the state, the IMF had
underestimated the strong request of the local population to support the social sector by the government,
which led to two consequences of his consulting activities — fund recommendations actually led to the stabi-
lization of financial systems in the region, but on the other hand — to the inconsistency and incompleteness
of the modernization of the structural reforms. Citizens criticized the reduction of subsidies for social
segments, so the post-Soviet elites constantly fluctuated in relation to the full implementation of the recom-
mendations of the IMF package.

The author is of the opinion that the post-Soviet government in fact limited the maneuver of the fund,
hence in some cases, even an international organization had to make concessions and indulgence of their
original demands. The lack of a unified approach and long-term lending between the post-Soviet elite
and the IMF provoked disappointment of the population of the need for liberalization and weakening of
the state institution, as well as create conditions for social instability up to the “color revolutions”. The study
is based on data of sociological surveys of the population.

Abstract. The paper based on the Soviet documents previously not included in scientific circulation
and little-known American documents focuses on the evolution of the Soviet Government's position in re-
lation to USSR participation in the International Monetary Fund in 1943—1946. The present study is in-
tended not only to close the significant gap in the domestic and foreign historiography, but also to reveal
the true attitude of the Soviet government to international economic cooperation, greatly distorted in the
1950s—1980s by both Soviet and Western propaganda.
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Stemming from principles of historicism and scientific objectivity, having carefully analyzed Soviet
documents and compared them with those of the U.S., the author concludes that in the initial phase of
post-war international economic and trade cooperation the Soviet government attached great importance
to the participation of the Soviet Union in the formulation of the principles of this cooperation and was
ready to make significant concessions for the opportunity to work on the formation of international eco-
nomic policy and maintain the image of an influential actor in the international arena. However, in the
autumn of 1945 the Soviet government's position began to change due to the multiplicity of reasons of
exclusively political nature. In particular, the Soviet Union was drawn into a big economic and political
game between Washington and London, which resulted in false premises for all Soviet representations
of participation in international economic cooperation in late 1945 and early 1946 and, consequently, all
decision taken by the Soviet leadership. This fact has become one of the key reasons for the refusal of the
USSR to join the IMF in that period.

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COLONIAL LEGACY AS A SOURCE AND A PROBLEM
IN SOUTH-SOUTH COOPERATION: THE CASE OF BRAZIL

Abstract. The aim of this article is to identify the key narratives of colonial legacy as nodal points

in the articulation of the Brazilian agenda in the South-South cooperation. Brazil’s aspirations for regional
leadership and attempts to increase its international prestige are analyzed in a constructivist framework.
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Most importantly, our theoretical reasoning departs from the constructivist take on the agent-structure
debate, proposed by A. Wendt in 1987. This approach, firstly, helps to clarify the main difficulties which
Brazil faced in Latin America and to examine Brazilian efforts to overcome colonial legacy in order to
secure regional leadership, one of the principal goals of its foreign policy. Secondly, colonial legacy can be
seen as an unconditional source for the geographical expansion of Brazil’s influence and the increasing
the number if its allies by means of the South-South cooperation. Thirdly, we demonstrate the very complex
relationship on the structural level between the BRICS project and the problem of colonial legacy. Using
the example of Brazil as a state which, on the one hand, has not been able to overcome the postcolonial
complex, and on the other, is actively performing political rituals aimed at demonstrating its increasing
power, we can more clearly outline the possibilities and limitations inherent in the structure of contem-
porary international system.

Finally, this research suggests that BRICS, a group that claims to articulate the principles of the
new world order, more beneficial for the states of the South, has limited chances to succeed with that
mission.

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Abstract. This article deals with the role of Nigeria and Ghana in ECOWAS specific fields of in-
tegration since its creation in 1975. It showed the relevance of Nigeria as a regional leader and the importance
of Ghana as a key factor in ECOWAS integration process, and their respective foreign policy stand towards
West African integration process in the present century.

In order to evaluate and present the role of Nigeria and Ghana in ECOWAS integration process, the
authors set out three main tasks to actualize it. The first task is to identify the main areas of ECOWAS inte-
gration process, namely: economic integration, security formation and political reformation using qualitative
methodological analysis to achieve this task. The second task is the review of ECOWAS operational struc-
ture, which explained how Nigeria was able to exert its hegemony status in ECOWAS, and how Ghana
is able to remain useful in ECOWAS despite the overwhelming influence of Nigeria. The third task is using
historical analytical method to present facts and explain the various contributions by Nigeria and Ghana
in ECOWAS economic liberation process, peacekeeping operations, and political interventions in ECOWAS
member states which have brought relative peace and security to the region.

The authors draw conclusion based on the result of the research analysis that, in spite of ECOWAS
compositions which include the Francophone countries in the region and its leadership structure, Nigeria
and Ghana have led by example, by devoting much attention and commitment to the ECOWAS integration
process through mediations, peacekeeping, political intervention and economic cooperation.

Various sub-regional organizations in Africa and individual states have assumed
increasing security, political reformation and economic liberation policies. Unlike the
early days of independence, where ruling elites were less willing to hand over power
to others and democracy was rarely identified, various states in recent decades have
exercised democratic governance in various ways. Series of coups, ethnic, geographical,
and religious conflicts ravaged significant sections of the continent. This posture painted
a picture of a continent trapped in perpetual crisis. Political ideology of most West Afri-
can leaders today is to integrate the region with ideals of Pan-Africanism and to sustain
one territorial jurisdiction through the regional organization ECOWAS. S. Radelet con-
tends that, “There surely has been much failure, conflict, and stagnation. Deep challenges
continue. But the image of an entire continent mired in failure and hopelessness is in-
creasingly out of date” [Radelet 2010]. The treaty of Lagos aimed at socio-economic
and other developmental activities of the region, since the success of integration is essen-
tial for Africa. F. Herrera argues that, “economic integration is a response to political
challenge, a political response that is also a political process” [Herrera 1963].

Although the initial purpose of ECOWAS was to promote economic integration
for it members, the organization expanded its mission to deploy military forces into Li-
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beria, Sierra Leone, and Guinea Bissau in 1990, 1997, and 1998, respectively, and then
to Cote d'Ivoire and Liberia in 2003, and recent political interventions which is always
precursor to conflicts in the region. These interventions opened up new avenues for the
maintenance of international peace and security.

Nigeria as a hegemon in ECOWAS has played the role of regional stabilizer based
on its leadership ability in enforcing ECOWAS programs and policies while Ghana
remains a shining light in ECOWAS due to its steady democratic process which started
from 1992 election, guided by a new Constitution (the 1992 Constitution), the 1996
peaceful election, the peaceful transition of powers from one party to another in 2001,
2009 and 2017 attest to improve aspect of regional integration process.

ECOWAS BETWEEN ANGLOPHONES AND FRANCOPHONES

The Economic Community of West African States has undergone various trans-
formations to meet contemporary challenges since the signing of the treaty of estab-
lishment in 1975 by member states more than four decades ago in Lagos. The major
changes in ECOWAS during this period of existence is the ECOWAS Revised Treaty
signed in Cotonou in July 1993, while the Treaty of Cotonou is divided into 22 chapters
and 93 articles, each chapter dealing with specific issues. ECOWAS Institutions are
saddle with the responsibilities of running the organization and decision making, and
it is loosely patterned after the European Union. The Institutions includes; the Authority
of Heads of State and Government; the Executive Secretariat; the Council of Ministers,
the Fund for Cooperation Compensation and Development; ECOWAS Parliament; an
Economic and Social Council; the Court of Justice and the Specialized Technical Com-
missions. Each institution is tasked with certain duties and delegated a specified degree
of power in order to effectively carried out it programs, policies and objectives to the
length and breadth of the region'.

Authority of Heads of State and Government is the supreme institution and the
highest decision making body in ECOWAS and is composed of Heads of State and or
Government of Member States. The Authority is responsible for the general direction
and control of the Community and takes all measures to ensure its progressive devel-
opment and the realization of its objectives. The office of the Chairman is held every
year by a Member State elected by the Authority. The voting procedure is one member,
one vote to give the smaller countries in the organization sense of belonging, and to
respect their sovereign right as a nation thereby eliminating the fear of domination by
bigger nations in the organization.

Despite this arrangement, there was still division along colonial ties among
ECOWAS member states, leading to two major blocs within the organization which
are the Anglophone bloc made of up English speaking countries colonized by Great
Britain, and the Francophone bloc comprises of French speaking countries colonized
by France. Nigeria has been able to douse the presumption of fear of domination always
express by its West Africa neighbors concerning the “big brother’” tag. Though, “Nigeria

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overshadows every other country in the region in terms of population, gross domestic
product, and natural resource endowment. An effort has been made to counterbalance
this by placing ECOWAS member states on an equal footing in all things except in the
area of financial contributions to the Community which is another big achievement
for Nigeria, bearing the burden when it comes to carrying out political assignment in the
region” [Nwoke 2005: 111]. And Nigeria handling of French political influence in the re-
gion without open confrontation which tend to provoke and sustain this fear of domi-
nation, as they strive to maintain their sphere of influence commendable, making the
interests of the Community a top priority, that issues be carefully dealt with to dispel
any remaining fears and promote greater commitment to the regional integration process.

Nigeria and Ghana are dependable allies even before the formation of ECOWAS.
Right from the days of colonial struggle, both countries were colonized by Great Britain,
and surrounded by their Francophone neighbors, have always being on the same side
when it comes to major decision making in ECOWAS. Hence the threat posed by Fran-
cophone countries in ECOWAS is minimized as in the case of Liberian crisis and Sierra
Leone. Although, ECOWAS member has equal voting power at the highest level of de-
cision making but Nigeria has a way of using diplomatic maneuvering among smaller
member states in ECOWAS to exercise its hegemonic status in the region because of its
overwhelming contributions to the organization. This is why many view all regional
organizations regardless of their purpose, be it economic well-being or monetary coopera-
tion as political in nature. Not only do political objectives motivate the establishment
of these organizations; political actions also bring them into being and it is politics
that characterizes their functioning too. As entities, these organizations are marked by
conflict among participant actors, over goals and over the distribution of costs and
benefits just as is politics at the national level. As buttressed by J. Cochrane that; “It is
not going too far then to say that regional organizations are in reality political systems”
[Cochrane 1969: 7].

It is only in ECOWAS institution of Parliament, Nigeria has superior votes to other
member states because of its population size but the ECOWAS Parliament plays an
essentially consultative role which is not binding on the authority of heads of state and
government: it provides advisory opinion on issues covering a wide range of areas that
are of crucial importance for the integration process. These include respect for human
rights, the interconnection of communication and telecommunication links, health, edu-
cation, and revisions of basic community texts. The ECOWAS Parliament has 115 seats,
which are distributed among the 15 ECOWAS Member States on the basis of their po-
pulation. Nigeria, which has by far the largest population, has 35 seats; Togo, Liberia,
Cape Verde, Guinea Conakry, Guinea Bissau, Republic of Benin, the Gambia, and Sierra
Leone have 5 Parliamentarians each; Burkina Faso, Mali, Niger and Senegal have 6 Par-
liamentarians each; Cote d’Ivoire is entitled to 7 representatives; Ghana has 8.

ENSURING PEACEFUL AND STABLE WEST AFRICA

The basis for Nigeria and Ghana’s commitment and involvement in ECOWAS se-
curity formation through peacekeeping missions in member states is to ensure a peace-
ful and stabilize region derived from their foreign policy direction which over the years

helped defined their role in regional affairs. Nigeria's Afrocentric principles of its foreign
policy which has evolved over the years to meet contemporary challenges confronting
the region from the African Centre-piece perspective, which is cooperation with immedi-
ate neighbors, cooperation with other ECOWAS member states and Promotion of peace.
This is why O. Adedeji stresses that, “the idea of an Africa as the center piece of Nigeria
foreign policy is premised on the understanding that Nigeria's engagement in the inter-
national system will be looked at through the binoculars of Africa” [Adedeji 1975: 67].
While, Aja Wachuku, argues that: “Nigerian foreign policy has been characterized by
a focus on Africa as a regional power and by attachment to several fundamental princi-
ples: African unity and independence; capability to exercise hegemonic influence in the
region: peaceful settlement of disputes; non-alignment and non-interference in in-
ternal affairs of other nations; and regional economic cooperation and development”
[Wachukwu 1961: 20].

Ghana on the other hand pays attention to treaty obligations and settlement of in-
ternational disputes by peaceful means. Through ECOWAS for instance, Ghana has
been able to engage in numerous peacekeeping missions, which earns it international
respect as a partner for global stability and a moral leader in African affairs. Unlike
bigger economy such as Nigeria, Ghana’s involvement in international peacekeeping
functions sometimes aim at raising funds for its military due to scarce resources. Aside
the training assistance it gets from these organizations, law enforcement officers’ life-
styles are enhanced and they attain a broader perspective on areas such as human rights,
different peacekeeping methods, and the image of Ghana on the international front. Gha-
na devote much attention to this type of foreign policy and also consider it to be an in-
ternal issue, since regional conflicts could potentially move into its territory and affect
internal security [Birikorang 2007].

The Constitution of Ghana is clear in its dealings with other nations. The Directive
Principles of State Policy, state its commitment to the principles and objectives upon
which ECOWAS policies are based. Policies such as participation in regional peacekeep-
ing are considered important to national well-being and the security of the country.
H. Howe, for instance, argued that, “States often lack adequate military and police forces
to control many of these conflicts”, and adds that, “Western nations, often hesitate to
help police conflicts which do not threaten their own vital interests, and the West and
the United Nations have argued that sub-regional organizations and individual states
should assume increasing security responsibilities” [Howe 1996—1997]. Based on Ni-
geria and Ghana’s foreign policies ideological stand, both countries are member of the
African Union (AU), the Economic Community of West African States (ECOWAYS),
the Non-Aligned Movement, the Commonwealth of Nations, and the United Nations.

Nigeria and Ghana’s activities in ECOWAS peacekeeping operations started in the
1990s when then President Ibrahim Babagida of Nigeria and his counterpart President
Jerry Rawlings of Ghana pushed for the formation of Economic Community of West
African States Monitoring Group (ECOMOG) in 1990 as a result of the prevailing securi-
ty situation in the region which originated from the Liberia civil war. Although, many
still argue that, it lacked the legal framework of establishment. Nigerian scholar Adekeye
Adebajo wrote in 2002 that “there was merit in the argument that the establishment of

ECOMOG did not conform to the constitutional legal requirements of ECOWAS”.
Adebajo also contends that the arguments used to establish ECOMOG had more solid
grounds in politics than in law. The Defense Protocol guidelines were not followed and
ECOMOG was justified largely on humanitarian grounds.

While others argue that peace and security challenges in West Africa are primarily
about responding to the various violent conflicts or the threat of violent conflicts, as well
as building a sustainable peace with human security for all. Even, in the second half
of the 20th Century, the African Continent has suffered enormously from violent con-
flicts within and between states than any part of the world [African Development Re-
port 2008/2009...]. Again, Nigeria and Ghana recognized the fact that their respective
internal security network is tied to regional security, this prompts the view that an injury
to one is an injury to all. They also acknowledged the concept of peacekeeping which
entails certain principles in undertaking any peacekeeping operation in ECOWAS
member states. According to James, “the consent of the parties to the conflict; the use
of force only in self-defense and more importantly, claims to impartiality. It is well do-
cumented that these principles which constitute the basic elements of classical peacekeep-
ing have become problematic in many intra-state conflict situations” [James 1990].

ECOMOG PEACEKEEPING OPERATIONS

The ECOWAS nations assigned a non-aggression protocol in 1990 along with the
earlier Protocol agreement on Mutual Defense Assistance signed in Freetown, Sierra
Leone in May 1981, which provided for the establishment of an Allied Armed Force of
the Community, ECOMOG?. ECOMOG, is the military arm of ECOWAS empowered
to carry out Peacekeeping Operations among member states when call upon, the Peace
Monitoring Group is backed by Article 58 of the Economic Community of West African
States (ECOWAS) Charter. However, Article 58 of the revised treaty, which provides
for regional security, contains the undertaking of member states to work to safeguard
and consolidate relations, conducive to the maintenance of peace, stability and security
within the region. The methodology of ECOMOG peacekeeping operations is within
ECOWAS treaty in which member states reaffirm their commitment to the principles
contained in the Charters of the United Nations Organization (UNO) and the Organiza-
tion of African Unity (OAU) and to the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, as well
as to the African Charter on Human and People’s Rights®. This methodology could be
classified into three, namely, intervention, peacekeeping and peace enforcement. The-
se methods have been applied at various stages of conflicts in West Africa.

Many commentators argue that, the year 1990—2000 constituted a moment of truth
for the hitherto little known sub regional organization, the Economic Community of West
African States (ECOWAS). From being an economic community at its inception

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in 1975, ECOWAS literally reinvented its will in August 1990 to become, not only a col-
lective security organization, but also a pacesetter in the development of regional collec-
tive security systems ingrained in the Chapter VIII of the United Nations Charter.
In 1993, ECOWAS became the first regional alliance to undertake a joint 'peacekeeping'
operation with the UN in the entire history of collective security. It matched this record
in 1997 when it forcefully restored a democratically elected government in Sierra Leone,
becoming the first regional organization to reinstate an overthrown government in Africa.
James A. points that, “a peacekeeping body is a traditional-looking military force, com-
posed of a number of battalions and the authority of a commander. The battalions will
have been detached from or supplied by various national armies and the commander
is appointed by, and it’s responsible to the international authority which has arranged
the operation” [James 1990].

It could be said that the alliance closed a decade of momentous events in its evo-
lutionary history in December 1999 when it adopted a new protocol, which not only codi-
fied the controversial rights of humanitarian intervention and the use of force to restore
democratic governments, but also empowered it to undertake enforcement action without
the authorization of the Security Council. Former President Abubakar Abdulsalami of
Nigeria argued that, “in the face of total neglect and ambivalence on the part of the inter-
national community, and faced with devastating humanitarian catastrophe, ECOWAS
was compelled to intervene in Liberia” [Abubakar 2001:19]. Obviously, Nigeria is the
backbone of ECOWAS security formation but not without the moral and logistical sup-
port of Ghana in reference to ECOMOG peace keeping and peace enforcement opera-
tions in Liberia (1990—1997), Sierra Leone (1996—1999), and Guinea Bissau (1998—
1999) and the tremendous contribution of Nigeria and Ghana toward these peacekeeping
operations is well documented. Obviously, Nigeria and Ghana’s commitment and sup-
port base in promoting ECOWAS policies toward maintenance of peace in the region
cannot be faulted.

Nigeria bears the larger cost of implementation of peacekeeping operations in West
Africa and others peace related assignments. Aside, its armed forces, the largest and
most equipped in the region, created a contingent of rapid deployment forces intended
for operations in conflict zones. This was even adjudged by the United Nations in terms
of military capability, which ranks the country as the fifth largest contributor to UN
peacekeeping missions®. Stephen Ryan noted that, “When ethnic groups are engaged
in violent conflicts, peacekeeping are often the most urgent and necessary of all peace
strategies since it is the only one which deals directly with the warriors on all sides who
are engaged in mutual destruction. Until this violent behavior is stopped, any attempt
at resolution will be an exercise in futility. Peacekeeping is therefore seen as a tempo-
rary relief, in fact, a palliative, and not a cure” [Ryan 1995: 106] While Kehinde ar-
gues, “the role of regional organizations and their influence contributed to the decline
of the Cold War, and ECOWAS duly took advantage of these changes in international
politics” [Kehinde 2011].

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The highpoint of Nigeria and Ghana’s activities in ECOWAS peacekeeping opera-
tions was when it’s spearheaded ECOMOG peacekeeping operations under the man-
date of ECOMOG Cease-Fire Peace Monitoring Forces to intervene in Liberia (1990—
1998). Although, many see Ghana's participation in the operation was initially been mo-
tivated by national interest, it later led to stabilizing peace and security in Liberia. How-
ever, some accounts suggest that, Ghana initially encouraged the idea of intervention,
with a plan to rescue Ghanaians trapped at the embassy in Monrovia. It is therefore true
to state that, Jerry Rawlings decision to intervene in Liberia was mainly to rescue Ghana-
ians whose lives were under serious threat, than on peacemaking concerns. Rawlings
also thought the importance to include the regional leader (Nigeria) to generate inter-
national approval.

Nigeria contributed the bulk of troop and finance to the operation in Liberia while
Ghana contributed little in term of military personnel and finance but played a vital role
by opening its border for fleeing refugees and establishing humanitarian settlement in its
territory. ECOMOG’s operation in Liberia succeeded in containing the conflict, at lease
for a short period, preventing the situation from degenerating into genocidal proportions
like the type of all-out slaughter witnessed between April and July 1994 in Rwanda.
The presence of a force of any nature in Rwanda would have at least prevented the all-
out slaughter, even if in the long run it did not succeed in resolving the conflict. While
in Liberia, ECOMOG were involved in various types of missions; peace-keeping, peace
enforcement, mediation, disarming of rebel groups, and the protection of humanitarian
aids. ECOMOG peacekeeping operation ended in February 1998 but contingents of 5000
troops comprises of mostly Nigerians remained behind in capacity building roles.
The conflict in Sierra Leone saw ECOMOG troops with contingents from Ghana, Guinea,
Mali and Nigeria restored constitutional legality and reinstated the government of the de-
mocratically elected president™. The operations at its peak had 13 000 troops in the coun-
try which conducted both peacekeeping and peace enforcement operations. All the war-
ring factions and the government later signed a peace agreement in Lome in September
1999 ending the Sierra Leonean crises. In 2000, the United Nations Peace keeping force
UNAMSIL replaced ECOMOG.

Nigeria and Ghana strategic partnership in ECOWAS and ECOMOG in Liberia,
Sierra Leone and other crises in the region is not without political bickering between
the French and English speaking countries in the region, each bloc trying to protect their
interests, due to the weak ECOWAS then existing protocols which were not totally fa-
vorable to intervene in security affairs of member states. Besides, Nigeria takes the larger
burden of financing, training and equipping the ECOWAS military missions. Though,
the intervention in the reference cases helped to stem the escalation of the conflicts but
didn’t totally solve the long run implications of post conflicts scenario. In view of the
above peacekeeping operations none of the three interventions can be seen as a pure suc-
cess but can be given a pass mark for allowing sequences peace negotiations to strive.

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PERSPECTIVES OF ECONOMIC INTEGRATION

Nigeria-Ghana carries out their actions within the legal framework of the ECOWAS
Revised Treaty. For instance, Article 59: which state “Citizens of the community shall
have the right of entry, residence and establishment and member states undertake to re-
cognize these rights of Community citizens in their territories in accordance with the
provisions of the Protocols relating thereto™, and the United Nations General Assembly
Resolution No. 60/277 on International Migration’. These countries position and common
understanding is that, free movement within the region has contributed to the reduction
in the migratory pressures even beyond ECOWAS borders and that, mobility within
the ECOWAS zone is also a vital component of regional integration, which is itself a pre-
requisite for the West African economy’s successful integration into the globalization
process. “It should be taken under consideration that countries are always located in a
particular geographical region, and they are forced to have relations with their neigh-
bors which varies” [Pejic 2016: 494]. While such initiatives aim at the welfare of citizens
of the ECOWAS, people in smaller countries such as Ghana consider this to be a threat
to its local businesses.

The same constitution of Ghana which adheres to ECOWAS protocols has another
act [Ghana Investment Promotion Centre (GIPC) act 2013 (Act 865)] that protects local
businesses®. The act, among other things, bars foreigners from engaging in petty trading
and retailing, especially in areas designated as markets. Since the adoption of this act,
government of Ghana has closed down several foreign businesses in the country. A de-
velopment that triggered Nigerian Traders to drag Ghana to the ECOWAS Court
in 2016, since the protocol on free movement of goods and people allows them to trade
in any member country without hindrance. This questions Ghana’s commitment to
ECOWAS treaties when national interests are as stake. It again raises concern on whether
the protocols itself have equally sensitized and mobilized support for the ECOWAS
citizens, or they are only marginalized to the advantages of bigger countries such as Ni-
geria. Others also believed that, the perceived “advantages” informs Nigeria’s com-
mitment to the ECOWAS. The notion that, member states commitments are largely in-
fluenced by national interest is not farfetched preposition. Although part of Ghana’s
constitution pays attention to treaty obligations and “adhere to the principles enshrined
in the ECOWAS Treaty”. The above mentioned notwithstanding, reveals how a smaller
country such as Ghana has used the organization to serve its national interest.

The core objective of ECOWAS is to integrate West African countries into an
economic bloc with a single market organized around an economic and monetary union
but this objective is far from reality. This concern was borne out of the realization that

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the domestic markets of the member States taken individually as a result of their small-
ness, far from being competitive in a world environment marked by the existence of larg-
er trade blocs. In the height of global economic meltdown of early 2000’s experts still
believe West Africa via Africa needs economic integration as way out of economic crisis.
The views by experts on West Africa economic the smaller countries in ECOWAS
disagreed with, ECOWAS economic intention is beyond individual member’s market
rather global competition. Although the economic potential of ECOWAS member states
is positive, Nigeria, one of the ECOWAS member states has the biggest economy in Af-
rica with her population of over 180 mln people couple with abundance natural resources
can provide a market base for other countries in the region.

As a regional leader, Nigeria is conscious of its own market potential to expand in-
dependently, rather persuade ECOWAS to implement actions such as: the suppression
of custom duties and equivalent taxes; the establishment of a common external tariff;
the harmonization of economic and financial policies; and the creation of a monetary
zone, with the notion that it will promote economic progression in the region and beyond.
This approach of Nigeria, Agyei et al, believed necessitated the need for economic in-
tegration which includes free flow of persons, goods and services, and the right of resi-
dence and establishment of businesses” [Agyei, Clottey 2007]. This gesture from Nigeria
is with a strong resistance from ECOWAS member states; therefore the conclusion of
some economists is that trade blocs have proved easier to form than common markets
or full economic unions among sovereign nations because it is less bureaucratic and cum-
bersome. The same reasons responsible for the delay in ECOWAS full pledge on eco-
nomic union. According to Kuffour, “inadequacy of the legal framework, failure to meet
objectives of the community such as the Trade Liberalization Scheme (TLS), non-rati-
fication of community protocols and a general sense of distrust towards the intentions
of the regional hegemon, Nigeria” [Kuffour 2006: 127].

Considering the noble objectives of ECOWAS, economic union requires some de-
gree of harmonization of national economic policies since it would be counterproductive
to operate divergent policies, because all countries would share the same economic space.
Total economic integration presupposes the unification of monetary, fiscal, social and
countercyclical policies and requires the setting up of a supranational authority, the de-
cisions of which are binding on member countries. The various economic policies ini-
tiated by ECOWAS require strong political will power to function, and the support of
member countries in the region to comply rather than coercion. One of the major contri-
butions of Nigeria and Ghana toward economic reform in the West African region was
the introduction of ECOWAS Trade Liberalization Scheme in 1990. The protocol agree-
ment signed by Nigeria and Ghana with five other ECOWAS states (Benin, Cote d’Ivoire,
Mali, Burkina Faso and Niger) with the aim to establish a Free Trade Zone, the policy
scheme is important to regional integration.

ECOWAS POLITICAL REFORM

The campaign and quest for political reform among ECOWAS member states
through its protocol framework on sustainable democracy and good governance in the
West African region is considered a priority agenda of ECOWAS, in order to safeguard
the political stability in the region which is a precursor to peace and security, and also
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to give the region a positive image in the eyes of the international community. The adop-
tion of ECOWAS revised treaty has put forward a lot of reforms currently sweeping
the region in favor of political pluralism which will help to narrow political and ideo-
logical differences among member states. This tendency was reinforced by the Com-
munity’s adoption in 1991 of the Abuja Declaration of Political Principles, which en-
shrines a minimum set of democratic principles as guidance to member states in their
quest for a well-established democratic society. This is a modest beginning of political
cooperation, but constitutes a vital step nonetheless. The revised Treaty also envisages
the establishment of a West African parliament to promote grassroots involvement and
popular participation in regional integration and cooperation.

This is also the core objective of Nigeria’s foreign policy approach in the West Afri-
can region because of the widely held opinion by international political commentators
on African affairs that, political instability is one of the bane hindering the growth and
developmental process in the continent, which has also slowed down the regional inte-
gration process. The frequent change of government through unconstitutional means at-
tested to this widely held view by international community. According to Nwauwa, “it
became the most prevalent political phenomenal between 1960 and 1970 and slightly
beyond which was generally called the “decade of coups” in Africa” [Nwauwa 2009].

The political impasse in the region circles around the Francophone states in par-
ticular, and other states in the sub-region in general viewed Nigeria with suspicion. The
sharp ideological differences between the Anglophone countries and their Francophone
counterparts created a rift in the regional integration process with no recognized official
leader in the region. The development prompts Danjuma, to states that “the unacceptable
of Nigeria leadership role in the region provides them alternative form of security ar-
rangement for their self-pride and protection”. The adventurism of military into politics
in West Africa citing several reasons, such as; political squabbling, whereby the civilian
leaders have been unable to resolve their differences in the interest of the nation, has
led to series of military coups, internal political problems within the ruling elite have
had the outward effect of leading the masses into disappointment, disillusion and loss
of faith in the government. Nigeria is a frontline state in the promotion of democracy
and good governance within ECOWAS.

The relatively political stability experienced among ECOWAS member states is
largely traced to Nigeria’s leadership capability and Ghana consistence in its political
system which is serving as a reference case to other ECOWAS member states. The vari-
ous ECOWAS Protocol mechanisms in resolving political crisis in the region has proved
effective although not totally agreed to by opposing views. Nigeria and Ghana identify
the fact that, there is no meaningful economic growth in atmosphere of political insta-
bility, and they also agreed that the key to realistic sub-regional peace and political
stability was the establishment of strong democratic institutions in the region according
to the constitution, and the will of the people of ECOWAS member states to sustain
enduring democratic culture in the West African region. Based on the above factor,

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Danjuma, Y. argues that, “when Nigeria carries out political and military gestures to
individual states or groups of states in West Africa, it is also addressing the problems
of the sub-region™"’.

The solidarity ECOWAS is receiving from Nigeria and Ghana is to ensure total
compliance by member states with ECOWAS political reform which aims at restruc-
turing the old existing political structure that has caused the region political instability
for decades and reposition it into modern political space. For instance, the recent elec-
tions conducted in various countries in ECOWAS attest to the political reformation going
on in the West African region which have gradually helped to remove the primary obsta-
cles to integration. The abolition of military rule and unconstitutional change of govern-
ment, and insistence on multi-party and enduring democracy in most ECOWAS countries,
particularly Nigeria which is the dominant country in West Africa. This has helped to
stabilize the political arena which is prelude to total integration. The anticipation of politi-
cal instability in the region resulting from internal rivalry among stakeholders prompted
the enforcement of ECOWAS 2001 Protocol on good governance and unconstitutional
change of government initiated by Nigeria which has the full backing of Ghana.

The protocol agreement makes provision for sanctions to be imposed where domes-
tic or regional norms of constitutional provisions are breached, at least in cases of un-
constitutional change of government. The key protocol provisions are contained in Ar-
ticles 2 and 45. According to Article 2 (1), “no substantial modification shall be made
to the electoral laws in the last six (6) months before the elections, except with the con-
sent of a majority of political actors™'' (ECOWAS, 2001). Where it appears that this
norm may be breached, ECOWAS could resort to the good offices of the Mediation and
Security Council and the Panel of the Wise (Council of the Elders) to engage political
actors and remind them of their legal commitment to regional norms. The ultimate aim
is to return democracy to the country in question, upon recommendation of the Mediation
and Security Council; sanctions may be imposed by the Authority of Heads of State and
Government.

The uninterrupted democratic system in Nigeria since 1999 and that of Ghana since
1992 reawakened the call for sustainable political reformation and stability agreed on
by ECOWAS leaders. In reaffirmation of its commitment to this course, Nigeria and
Ghana together with other ECOWAS Heads of State and Government came up with
a resolution “ECOWAS Vision 2020”. It envisions that by 2020, ECOWAS will be
“A boarder less, peaceful, prosperous and cohesive ECOWAS sub-region built on good
governance where all the people have the capacity to access and harness the region’s
abundant resources through the creation of equal opportunities for sustainable devel-
opment and environmental preservation™'?.

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The activities of Nigeria and Ghana in West African regional political integration
process through the mechanism of ECOWAS has brought positive changes to the region
quest to ensure the establishment of democratic culture in ECOWAS member states.
Their exemplary political transformation in their respective countries through ECOWAS
protocol has intervened in countries where there were military coup d’états and political
crises to restore legitimate governments. Starting with Liberia in 2003, as part of the
solution to find amicable settlement to the repeated Liberia political crisis after prolong
political dispute, the Nigerian government offered President Charles Taylors’s asylum
before the arrival of the UN troops in Monrovia in August 2003 which paved way for
presidential election. Before this offer, Nigeria, Ghana and Guinea had already deployed
their troops in the country, in the buildup to the formation of the Interim Government
in Liberia, between September 2003 and January 2004.

Again, the mission of Nigeria in Sierra Leone through ECOWAS legal framework
was defined, to restore democracy to the country after the unconstitutional change of go-
vernment by the military in 1998. Nigerian troops through the mandate of ECOWAS
were instrumental in the reinstatement of the democratically elected government of Ah-
med Tejjan Kabbah in Sierra Leone after the military coup d’état led by Major John
Koroma in 1998. Many political analysts see the development as an offshoot of Liberia
crisis. George contends that, “the Sierra Leone Conflict was an overflow of the Liberian
Civil War”. President Ahmed Tejjan Kabbah, invited ECOWAS to help restore him
to power after the military overthrew his government. The urgent request was taken
by Nigeria, bearing in mind the country just came out of civil war and the region could
not afford to witness another outbreak of civil war because of its devastating effects.

After this noble act, Nigeria proposed the motion on the ECOWAS Protocol on
‘Unconstitutional Change of Government’ which was adopted in 2000 and eventually
led to the resolution by ECOWAS to reject any unconstitutional change of government,
which became a key part of the Protocol on Good Governance and more elaborately
developed in the ECPF of 2008. Nigeria in 2001, showed its commitment to the peace
accord signed in Lome, by donating one million dollars and a contingent of police of-
ficers to help restore order in Sierra Leone, while additional five hundred thousand
dollars was donated in support of the January/May 2002 general elections. The role play-
ed by Nigeria helped to stabilize the volatile political situation in Sierra Leone which
by extension West African region. The resources Nigeria channeled into West Africa pro-
ject cannot be quantified, this made Bamali N. to state that, “Nigeria has borne the great-
est burden in terms of peacekeeping in West Africa. By 1999, it was estimated that
Nigeria had committed 13 billion US dollars to peacekeeping operations in West Africa”
[Bamali 2007].

Other subsequent political interventions by ECOWAS in which Nigeria and Ghana
played prominent role are: Cote d’Ivoire: fallout from presidential election (2010), Mali:
Military coup (2012), Guinea: Military coup (2007), Guinea Bissau: Military coup (1998),
Niger: Constitutional crisis (2009), Togo: Constitutional crisis (2004), Burkina Faso:
Constitutional crisis (2014). The climax of Nigeria and Ghana’s role in ECOWAS po-
litical intervention is the amicable settlement of the recent Gambia’s political crisis
without military confrontation. The crisis started in December 2016 as a result of dis-
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puted presidential election result which was not accepted by the incumbent president
Yaya Jammah though he initially consent defeat to his rival Adama Barrow but later
made a volte face thereby attracting the intervention of ECOWAS through its protocol
on sustainable democracy and good government. ECOWAS Summit held on Decem-
ber 17, 2016 in Abuja took the decision to designate President Muhammadu Buhari as
the Mediator for The Gambia with John Mahama, the former President of Ghana as Co-
Mediator. The Summit also gave the terms of reference to include, “ensuring the safety
of the President-Elect, Adama Barrow, the political leaders and the entire population;
upholding the result of the Presidential election held on December 1, 2016 and ensuring
that the President-elect is sworn into office on January 19, 2017, in conformity with
the constitution of the country”"®. The prompt action of ECOWAS mediate committee
led to the swearing of the winner of the disputed presidential election Adama Barrow
after so much resistant from the incumbent president.

The main reason ECOWAS is strict in enforcing its protocol of sustainable demo-
cracy and good governance among member states, is to ends tyranny, dictatorship, auto-
cratic and military regimes which had hindered the progress of the region. Hence,
ECOWAS insists the will and the constitution of member states must be allowed to
prevail by political stakeholders, therefore good governance is necessary not the yard-
stick for ECOWAS intervention in the political crisis of member states, but rather to en-
sure the preservation of the will of the people and the constitution of member states.
Based on this fact, the intervention of ECOWAS in the Gambia and other ECOWAS
member states is justified because there is no parameter to measure good governance
in ECOWAS treaty and there is no standard gauge to evaluate democracy except the
constitutional provisions of each member states.

One identical feature which plays an important role in both Nigeria and Ghana’s
foreign policy is maintaining good relations and co-operations with any country that may
be interested in that co-operations and ideologies within the West Africa context
and beyond. Nigeria uses its capability to exercise hegemonic influence in the region,
through peaceful settlement of disputes by contributing larger resource within the
ECOWAS bloc. These kinds of involvements provide an opportunity for a country like
Ghana to use its scarce resources for other internal development. While Nigeria sees
it as an opportunity to test its military might which helps to maintain its hegemonic
influence in the region. Ghana on the other hand, uses international organizations such
as ECOWAS to get its voice heard on the international stage. In spite of the ideological
position and leadership style, the two countries devote much attention to this type of for-
eign policy and also consider it to be an internal issue, since regional conflicts could
potentially move into its territory and affect internal security. One is therefore challenged
to see how democratic credentials of the two countries, efforts and concrete events co-
here and advance the author’s argument as well as lend assertions and evidence to the
fact that, Ghana and Nigeria indeed, is indeed a committed member and key factor in the
ECOWAS integration process.

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IMBALANCES IN THE DEVELOPMENT
OF EUROPEAN CURRENCY INTEGRATION:
KEY ISSUES AND RECENT TRENDS

Abstract. The recent financial and sovereign debt crises affected the Eurozone countries in different
ways. The centre-periphery divide of the national economies exacerbated existing problems in the euro area.
In this article an empirical analysis of the development of intra-European imbalances is provided. The analy-
sis shows that the problem of internal imbalances remains unsolved. High unemployment and high public
debt in Eurozone’s periphery reflects the internal imbalances. In some Northern countries the public debt
ratios are becoming higher, too. Significant current account imbalances provide an important indicator
of external imbalances. The co-existence of large current account surpluses in Germany and the Netherlands
and deficits in Greece challenges the possibilities of deeper European integration. The provided analysis
shows a reduction in external imbalances because of better performance of periphery current accounts.

A real solution of European problems needs deeper macroeconomic policy cooperation between na-
tional authorities and European institutions. The article highlights the limits of European institutions in pro-
moting common economic policy. It is necessary to boost competitiveness by coordinated structural reforms
in the euro area; fiscal austerity policies are not enough to restore pre-crisis internal balance. For sustainable
economic growth European investment projects should be implemented in the euro area. The recovery
of national economies should be used to reduce the high public debt levels in both centre and periphery coun-
tries. In the absence of economic adjustment through the exchange rate in the euro area further improvement
in European current accounts convergence is important for European economic integration.

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Abstract. In recent years ongoing international conflicts and border disputes intensified to an extent
that certainly actualized a question of the role of the United Nations (UN) in the solution of these problems.
Thereupon the objective of this article is to define the degree of influence of the United Nations and its pre-
cautionary effect on settlement of international conflicts at the present stage. The author makes the short
analysis of intermediary activity of the United Nations and defines its legal basis. Besides, researcher con-
siders the functionality specifics of the International Court of Justice (ICJ) of the United Nations and its
actions aimed at the settlement of the territorial disputes and conflicts in the recent years.

The basic method of this research is the comparative-historical approach which is used to reveal posi-
tive or negative dynamics of the United Nations performance at the present stage. Now the United Nations
make active efforts in the solution of many international conflicts and lowering their escalation. However,
despite of a growing demand for the solution of conflicts in a judicial order, the most serious problems
of the international character remain insoluble.

Nowadays the United Nations play a limited role in the settlement of the international problems.
This is based on the fact that most parts of the conflicts evade UN resolutions which have only a recom-
mendatory character. Therefore, the United Nations system needs certain reformation to reflect the new
needs and realities in the world today. For the settlement of such challenging international conflicts it is
necessary for all the countries to recognize jurisdiction of the UN ICJ.

Present international relations even after formal end of an epoch of alliance oppo-
sitions are still characterized by a high level of instability. Globalization process has led
to expansion of a circle of participants of regional and international disputes: nowadays
not only neighboring states are involved, but also global powers and international and
regional organizations.

In present conditions globalization process has visually shown the deficiencies
which have generated serious problems of disproportion and inequality. It is possible
to support globalization, asserting that it is capable of leading to an increased level
of prosperity, reduction of poverty and strengthening of freedoms. However fears of huge
number of people cannot be disseminated completely if more responsible administration
of this process is not exercised. Conflicts, poverty, terrorism, climate change, environ-
mental degradation, underdevelopment, pandemic diseases, discrimination and injustice
still sadden life of millions of people worldwide. In more than 80 countries the level of
income «per capita» is lower, than ten or more years ago. All of it certainly is a source
of social and interstate conflicts.

Now the geography of the international conflicts is very wide and their settlement
is extremely problematic. However, the international community makes significant ef-
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forts to reach the solution. In the recent years along with the preventive diplomacy and
mediation even more often we see the use of legal methods of the settlement of inter-
national conflicts.

The resolution of the myriad of challenges and threats confronting mankind requires
urgent and concerted action by the international community. Because of its universality,
the United Nations commands the requisite legitimacy and moral authority to provide
guidance and leadership in addressing those threats and challenges [Vayrynen 1985].

COLD WAR PERIOD

During the Cold War period the United Nations were de-facto a meeting place and
a point of discussion in search of balance between the opposing Powers [Bauwens,
Reychler 1994]. The Korean War, Suez Canal Crisis and the UN operation in Congo
were the most important examples, which showed that the UN became an arena of ideo-
logical struggle between the two blocs [Latif 2000].

In other words, most international conflict between 1945 and 1989 were of the tra-
ditional interstate kind resulting from incompatible interests over economic, military
or territorial issues. For example, The UN played a significant role in mediating an end
to the Iran-Iraq war and assisting with the implementation of Resolution 598 in 1987,
which provided for a cease-fire and the deployment of unarmed UN military observer
force [Hampson 2003].

Also, the overwhelming majority of conflict in the period of the Cold War took
place between Third World countries where the great powers had been involved on
opposite sides and often encouraged to continue the conflict [Hampson 1990]. These
conflicts were exacerbated by the ideological divide, that for decades gave rise to so
much distrust and hostility and prevented any effective international steps from being
taken [Bercovitch 1995].

After the end of the Cold War the conditions under which UN peacekeeping opera-
tions were deployed qualitatively changed. Firstly, the number of conflicts increased
significantly. Civil wars took place not only in the countries of Central and Eastern
Europe, but also in the Central Asian states, the Middle East, Africa and Southeast Asia
[Ratner 1995]. Secondly, these bear a significant amount of cruelty against the civilian
population. New historical circumstances have put the UN up against new challenges,
requiring constant readiness to settle ethnic and religious conflicts in multi-ethnic and
multi-confessional states [Krupyanko 2006].

The Organization managed to support decolonization leading to the independence
of a large number of new States and to mitigate, and even at times resolve, regional,
bilateral and civil conflicts in a context that was nonetheless marked by severe ideological
confrontation. At the same time, United Nations agencies made an important intellectual,
political and judicial contribution to the universal recognition of human rights and streng-
thening cooperation for development and regional economic integration. Those advances
constituted fundamental progress towards empowering the rule of law, which itself pro-
vides a favorable framework and is the best guarantor of human rights and peaceful in-
ternational cooperation. It is therefore imperative that the United Nations of the twen-
ty-first century respond effectively to present realities and effectively handle future
challenges.
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CONFLICT RESOLUTION

During the session of 2011—2012 the Assembly adopted the landmark Resolu-
tion 65/283 and Resolution 66/291 on mediation that recognizes its growing usefulness
as a means of preventing disputes from escalating into conflicts and as a cost-effective
tool in the peaceful settlement of disputes and the prevention of conflicts'. In additional,
the fundamental components of the solution to the conflict exist in the other documents
and resolutions of the United Nations. The components of the solution are also endorsed
in resolutions of regional organizations: the League of Arab States, the Organization
of Islamic Cooperation, the Non-Aligned Movement and the African Union. They can
also be found in the statements of the European Union and the international Quartet.

Many times the United Nations mediated in the settlement of the Israeli-Palestinian
and Nagorno-Karabakh conflicts, Cyprian issue and others.

During the period 1947—2012 the United Nations has accepted important resolu-
tions concerning Arab-Israeli conflict. In 1947 United Nations have created Special
Committee on Palestine. That Committee came up with the proposal for a two-State so-
lution — one predominantly Jewish and the other predominantly Arab, living side by
side — that ultimately resulted, in November 1947, in the passage of Resolution 181 (II)
setting out the Partition Plan. However, not all of those who should have supported
that vision were prepared to do so, and the people of the region have suffered for seven
decades as a result.

Even in those early difficult days, however, the principle of collaboration between
the two parties was seen as an inherent necessity, as reflected in the elaboration of a plan
for economic union between the two sides. While Resolution 181 (II) has never been ful-
ly implemented, the principle — the idea that the two parties need to work together to
achieve their mutual and intertwined destinies and potential — has survived as an es-
sential ingredient in successive efforts to find an elusive peace’.

After that Security Council adopted four important resolutions 194 (III), 242 (1967),
338 (1973), and 1397 (2002). Security Council resolution 1397 (2002) called on the Is-
raeli and Palestinian sides and their leaders to cooperate in the implementation of the
Tenet work plan and Mitchell Report recommendations with the aim of resuming ne-
gotiations on a political settlement’.

The following year, 2003, the Middle East Quartet was established. It developed
the road map, which was a performance-based, goal-driven plan covering peace, security
and humanitarian areas. Later that year, Security Council Resolution 1515 (2003) for-
mally endorsed the Quartet road map, while calling on the parties to fulfil their obliga-
tions under the road map in cooperation with the Quartet and to achieve the vision of
two States living side by side in peace and security*.

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Resolution 1850 (2008) underscored the Council’s explicit support for the negotia-
tions undertaken in Annapolis in 2007 and its commitment to the irreversibility of the bi-
lateral negotiations. That resolution reaffirmed international support for the Quartet prin-
ciples and supported the determination of both parties to reach their goal of concluding
a peace treaty resolving all outstanding issues, without exception. It also called on both
sides to refrain from any steps that could undermine confidence or prejudice the outcome
of negotiations’.

However, until now given conflict remains unsettled. The similar situation is ob-
served and in other permanent conflicts — Nagorno-Karabakh and Cyprian issues.
The sides of conflict ignore all the decisions adopted by Security Council that is a prin-
cipal cause of insolvability of conflicts.

Therefore, four years ago, the United Nations held its first-ever High-level Meeting
on the Rule of Law. It resulted in a consensus Declaration of the High-level Meeting
of the General Assembly on the Rule of Law at the National and International Levels
(Resolution 67/1). That document recognizes that the international community has the
institutions, working methods and relationships to make the rule of law relevant to peace
and security, human rights and development. One of those institutions is none other than
the International Court of Justice (ICJ)°.

INTERNATIONAL COURT OF JUSTICE

The international community now has over 90 years of experience with the judicial
settlement of disputes. Adjudication or judicial settlement of disputes is one among
a range of existing UN-Charter based mechanisms to resolve conflicts [Mollel 2009].
The key role in that regard was assigned by the Charter to the International Court of Jus-
tice, which is one of the six main organs of the United Nations and its principal judicial
mechanism. Through its activities, the Court is an important agent for upholding and
promoting the rule of law on the international level and in relations between states. It has
the important and noble role of determining existing law and rendering justice bet-
ween states.

The dual character of the ICJ as the principal judicial organ of the United Nations
and court of unique and universal jurisdiction enables it to render impartial decisions
in the peaceful settlement of disputes. The Court’s judgements and advisory opinions
have had salutary effects on maintenance of peace and security in all regions [Fe-
dorov 2007].

As for the advisory opinions, besides the Security Council and the General As-
sembly — which under article 96, paragraph 1 of the Charter UN are authorized to
request advisory opinions from the Court on any legal question — the Economic and

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Social Council, the Trusteeship Council, the Interim Committee of the General Assem-
bly and international organizations have used the services of the Court. Consequently,
due to its independence and impartiality, the International Court of Justice has estab-
lished itself as the ultimate judicial body of the United Nations system’.

However, the influence of the Court goes well beyond the judgments and opinions
it issues. Many disputes have been resolved early by the mere fact that one party suggest-
ed submitting the dispute to the Court. In addition, practice shows that the disputes
submitted to the Court have sometimes been resolved not by a decision of the Court,
but simply because preliminary measures have helped to resolve them.

In that respect, one can cite as an example the case of Armed Activities on the Ter-
ritory of the Congo (Democratic Republic of the Congo v. Uganda) where, following
the Judgment of the Court, the two parties «were under obligation to one another to make
reparation for the injury caused. It decided that, failing agreement between the parties,
the question of reparation would be settled by the Court and reserved for this purpose
the subsequent procedure in the case. Since then, the parties have transmitted to the Court
certain information concerning the negotiations they are holding to settle the question
of reparation, as referred to in points (6) and (14) of the operative clause of the judgment
and paragraphs 260, 261»°. Similarly, Ecuador and Colombia thanked the Court for
its contribution to the amiable resolution of their dispute on the aerial spraying of her-
bicides.

Also the Court held hearings on three requests for provisional measures: in Octo-
ber 2013, in the case Certain Activities carried out by Nicaragua in the Border Area,
which was joined with the case Construction of a Road in Costa Rica along the San Juan
River; in November 2013, in the case Construction of a Road in Costa Rica along the
San Juan River; and in January 2014, in Questions relating to the Seizure and Detention
of Certain Documents and Data’. Then, in March 2014, it held hearings on the merits
in the case Application of the Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime
of Genocide (Croatia v. Serbia)'’.

Border disputes are an important part of the activity of the Court, and over the past
decade, maritime disputes have become increasingly important in that category. One
example is the case Maritime Dispute (Peru v. Chile), on which the Court delivered its
Judgment on 16 January 2008'". Other cases, still pending, include that Violations of
Sovereign Rights and Maritime Spaces in the Caribbean Sea (Nicaragua v. Colombia),
Question of the Delimitation of the Continental Shelf between Nicaragua and Colombia

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beyond 200 nautical miles from the Nicaraguan Coast (Nicaragua v. Colombia)'* and
the case recently instituted by Somalia against Kenya on Maritime Delimitation in the
Indian Ocean (Somalia v. Kenya), which concerning the two States common maritime
boundary'®. Earlier in 2001 the court has resolved a border dispute between Bahrain
and Qatar™,

Bringing a dispute before the Court usually contributes to defusing tensions between
States, in particular in situations of competing claims to sovereignty or maritime zones.
If the parties are unable to resolve such matters through negotiation to their satisfaction
or to find a creative solution, such as joint management and exploitation regimes, the
Court remains available to assist them by adjudicating the dispute on the strength of their
legal arguments and evidence in accordance with international law.

During the 2015—2016 judicial year the ICJ was seized of 7 new contentious cases
and handed down 13 orders". That shows that the Court is becoming increasingly sought
out on various topics concerning various territorial and maritime disputes, violations
of territorial integrity and sovereignty, genocide, environmental damage and the conser-
vation of biological resources, the interpretation and implementation of international
conventions and treaties, requests for a halt to the nuclear arms race and so on. All that
testifies to a very positive assessment and a high degree of satisfaction, trust and effi-
ciency, which contribute to the universality of the Court.

MANAGING INTERNATIONAL CONFLICTS

It is necessary to note that in the early years of the United Nations, there was strong-
er adherence to the compulsory jurisdiction of the Court than what we see today. In 1948,
out of 58 States Members of the United Nations, 34, including four out of the five per-
manent members of the Security Council, recognized the compulsory jurisdiction of
the Court, or some 59% of the United Nations membership at that time, as compared
to today’s rate of 34%, or 67 States, including only one of the five permanent mem-
bers of the Security Council, out of 193 Member States.

The peaceful settlement of international disputes is an essential purpose of the Unit-
ed Nations [Racic 2000]. That is the reason that the role of the Court in maintaining
international peace and security and in promoting the rule of law on the international
level is essential. It is the responsibility of the United Nations and its States Members
to support the Court in carrying out its tasks. That calls for the United Nations to ensure
that the Court is able to continue working effectively and objectively, with complete
legal and procedural independence on the cases subject to its consideration. That is pos-

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sible only if the Court is guaranteed the necessary resources to comply with its man-
date, taking into account the substantive increase in its workload.

In the recent years, the United Nations has given even greater importance to
strengthening national capacities to prosecute the crimes covered by the Rome Statute.
This is reflected in the 2013/2014 report, which details the various technical assistance
activities that have been organized in the framework of the United Nations. The report
also notes the growth in recent months of the Court’s cooperation with the countries
of Latin America — organizing numerous seminars and meetings of experts and with
the European Union'®.

However, seventy years on, through mediation efforts and good offices, conciliation,
arbitration and peace missions, the United Nations has made a considerable contribution
to the pacification of international relations. Yet, although commendable progress has
been achieved, threats to peace and security remain worrisome and have radically
evolved.

That is the case in northern Mali, where organized and heavily armed terrorist
groups, living off illicit trafficking of all kinds, are occupying two thirds of the country,
sowing despair among the population and destroying symbols of the world’s cultural
heritage.

The stalemate in resolving the Israeli-Palestinian conflict is also deeply troubling.
The peace process is not moving forward, and the chain of violence has not been broken.
Until the Arab-Israeli conflict is resolved. That is the central and vital issue to the people
of the entire the Middle East region, and reaching a just solution is the key for bringing
peace and stability to the whole area. The situation in Syria continues to be a source
of serious danger and threats for regional and global safety. More than twenty years the
conflict in Nagorno-Karabakh remains unsettled. Arrangements on situation resolution
in Ukraine are not carried out. At various times the United Nations accepted many reso-
lutions under these conflicts. However, none of them are resolved until now. In this
connection, UN activity always was exposed to criticism from several countries and
international organizations.

The United Nations have undergone phases of reformation since its foundation
in 1945 [Luck 2003]. The majority of reforms of the United Nations have been focused
on change of its bureaucratic structure (Security Council reform, UN Secretariat Trans-
parency reform, Financing reform, Creation of United Nations Parliamentary Assembly
and others) rather than on substantial issues.

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Abstract. The problem with proliferation of illicit narcotic and psychotropic substances has existed
for as long as the humanity itself. However only relatively recently it has evolved into an international
issue. It is hard to argue that the world drug problem cannot be solved only by the efforts of just one country.
For these reasons international community has united their efforts in order to effectively deal with the
problem of drugs that is not limited by certain country or region.

One of the most important mechanisms of effort coordination against the drug traffic on the inter-
national level is the United Nations. The modern developments in the sphere of finding proper ways of com-
bating illicit drug trade have shown that the international community tends to believe that drugs do not
only damage the health of users, but provide a wide variety of social, economic and security risks. Keeping
that in mind, the importance of the recently adopted resolution of the UN General Assembly on the issue
of drugs is obvious and demonstrates high interest of the World in forming a balanced and effective way
to fight the illicit drug trade. Most recent United Nations resolution A/RES/S-30/1 thus poses an immedi-
ate scientific interest in terms of researching the potential of the global anti-drug efforts. The article also
critically assesses the current approaches towards combating illicit drugs, among which are the traditional
coercive approaches of the War on Drugs and various “zero tolerance” policies.

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THE CURRENT STATE OF BELARUSIAN-ISRAELI RELATIONS:

Abstract. The article is devoted to the cooperation between the Republic of Belarus and the State
of Israel at the present stage. This article describes the main factors that influence to the foreign policy
of the two states, priority directions of the foreign policy of Belarus and Israel, and tools for its implemen-
tation. The basic cooperation forms between two countries are stated in the article.

The author points out the lack of comprehensive studies of this issue by Israeli authors and considers
that it demands further research. This article discusses the main areas of the Belarusian-Israeli cooperation
at the new stage as well as its challenges and prospects. The author systematizes information related to
the interaction between the two countries in various fields. He talks about the forms and types of activity
of the two States. The article gives a brief description of the present stage of political dialogue and economic
relations between the two countries.

The article not only discusses current trends and features of political dialogue between Belarus and
Israel, but also researches the regulatory framework that ensures effective regulation of economic relations
between these States. The direct participation of Belarus and Israel in the cooperation is analyzed by exam-
ples of networking. Separate attention is paid to the analysis of the closure of the Isracli embassy in Minsk.
The article sumps up some results of studying of this problem within recent years.

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ASIA-PACIFIC ECONOMIC COOPERATION (APEC):
MODELS OF ENGAGEMENT WITH INTERNATIONAL INSTITUTIONS
IN THE PROCESS OF REGIONAL GOVERNANCE

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Abstract. After the global financial crisis in 2008 the Asia-Pacific region has become a main driver
of global economic growth leaving behind the US and European economies. The regional integration pro-
cesses and business environment improvement as a result of the multilateral regional fora's activities, such
as the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC) laid the foundation for such economic successes. In the
process of regional governance the APEC engages with various international and regional organizations
applying the models which help it to address its agenda demands in the best way.

The article aims to explore what models of engagement with international and regional organizations
the APEC forum applies in the process of regional governance; reasons and results of applying these models;
track the evolution of engagement as well as assess the effectiveness of APEC's engagement with interna-
tional organizations in the context of shifting agenda. The research methods the author applied include quali-
tative and quantitative content analysis and comparative historical analysis. The official APEC documents
adopted at the summits and ministerial meetings constituted the evidence base for the analysis.

The author comes to the conclusion that the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation has clearly organized
agenda aimed at implementing primary goals on trade and investment liberalization and favorable business
environment in the region. Accomplishing objectives of its agenda the APEC takes advantage of policy,
finance and expert potential as well as instruments and mechanisms of the international organizations (model
“governance through multilateral organizations”). The model of “catalytic influence” is applied by the APEC
in very rare cases. APEC applies the model of “parallel treatment” when it establishes its own bodies. APEC
uses the “core group” model when it defines the mission of its own bodies as well as gives mandates to the
international institutions.

Drawing the results of the study it could be said that the APEC has formed a flexible and effective sys-
tem of engagement with third-party organizations which helps it to make headway in implementing its
objectives.

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Abstract. The history of South Africa as a unified state is intertwined with the events of international
scale. The colonization of South of Africa is linked to the resettlement of the Dutch and the English, engaged
in various entrepreneurial activities — trade, mining, agriculture, etc. The formation of South African Union
was preceded by a long period when the idea of uniting the British colonial possessions in southern Africa
was consistently formed and created by long-term plans. At the same time, several powers competed for
economic penetration into South Africa, for instance, albeit to a lesser degree, the United States of America in
addition to Germany and England.

From 1869 to 1886 the world's largest deposits of diamonds and gold were discovered, which pro-
duced a staggering effect on the whole world and radically changed the situation in the region. Conflict
of interests in the struggle for control over the richest resources led to war (both campaigns are sometimes
called the Boer War), which was the first one in the 20th century.

The Anglo-Boer War, the largest international event is of interest from a wide variety of points of view,
had left a notable mark in the history of Russia. The Russian government sought to support the Boers and
take advantage of the difficulties of their then main rival in the world arena at a time, and the Boers in turn
needed the support of world powers in their struggle. Although diplomatic relations with Russia were
established the Russian embassy in Pretoria never appeared, due to the fact that a year later the war began.

As a result of the war and the processes taking place in the southern part of Africa, emerged the
British dominion — South African Union. The approval by the British Parliament of the “South Africa Act”
liquidated the last obstacles to the establishment of the Union, and on May 31, 1910, the establishment
of a new state, the South African Union, was officially proclaimed.

Therefore the socio-economic and political processes that took place in South Africa were reflected
in the world politics of that time and had serious consequences of the global scale. They had an important
influence in shaping the foreign policy strategy of a new state as yet the dominion of Great Britain.

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Abstract. This paper re-evaluates the changing policies of the Soviet Union towards Indonesia during
the era of Joseph Stalin and Nikita Khrushchev, by applying the contemporary theory of foreign policy
change. After discussing the debates revolving around the theory of foreign policy change from Gustavsson
and Hermann, this paper contends that if there were any changes, then the causal factors would likely be
the interplay between the domestic factors and international factors, as Putnam has argued. This finding en-
hances the understanding that the domestic de-Stalinisation process undergone during Khrushchev’s era
was not the only factor that might affect Soviet’s foreign policy. By using the case of Indonesia as the re-
presentation of the developing countries, the author shows that both sets of factors affected the changing
policy. However, author also found that the systemic condition of the Cold War, namely the contestation
between the US and USSR, was more influential than the domestic condition. This paper contributes to
the deeper understanding of Soviet-Indonesia relations, the effect of domestic de-Stalinisation to foreign
policy, and the feasibility of applying current theory of foreign policy change to an historical case.

The death of Stalin in 1953 brought an abrupt shift in USSR, particularly in the do-
mestic realm. As Tucker had observed, this de-Stalinisation process had started imme-
diately after Stalin’s death, extending from the Beria’s denunciation of the use of torture,
the reorganisation of party’s structure, to the contestation of leadership between Beria-
Malenkov and Khrushchev-Bulganin faction [Tucker 1957]. According to Pospielovsky,
there was a “law of accumulating hatred”” which happened to every Soviet leader, except
Lenin, and this “law” forced Khrushchev to distance himself from Stalin’s name, as part
of the de-Stalinisation [Pospielovsky 1968].

Accordingly, this domestic upheaval could affect the conduct of Soviet foreign
policy. The debate had argued whether the domestic de-Stalinisation prompted the
change in foreign policy. Armstrong argued that one of the main sources of Soviet for-
eign policy was their domestic politics and during the period of de-Stalinisation several
foreign policies were shifted [Armstrong 1965]. On the other hand, Gati discussed
that while several changes might be detected, the changes had never been part of a long
strategy [Gati 1980]. Gati argued that the domestic de-Stalinisation had no effect in the
conduct of Soviet foreign policy, as the Soviet leader apparently continued to depend
on the Stalin’s legacy of assertiveness and accommodation [Gati 1980: 663].

This paper seeks to clarify the relations between Soviet domestic politics and their
foreign policy choices, especially during the period of de-Stalinisation. To comprehend
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this relation, this paper focuses its analysis on the Soviet policy towards the developing
countries, which was exemplified by the Non-Aligned Movement. The main case in this
paper is Indonesia, because as Pauker said, Indonesia was one of the biggest recipient
of the Soviet aid during the era of Khrushchev [Pauker 1962]. Boden also examined that
Soviet had given Indonesia more resources than any developing countries in the world,
with the exception of Egypt [Boden 2008: 110]. This paper contends that the Indonesian
case could highlight the dilemmatic question of whether there was any change in the
Soviet foreign policy, and whether the change was related only to the domestic restruc-
turing or the other factors. By doing so, this paper also reviews the feasibility of the con-
temporary theory of foreign policy change in analysing some historical cases.

Elaborating this goal, this paper is divided into four parts. The first part elaborates
the theoretical framework about change and stability in foreign policy. The second part
compares Soviet foreign policy towards Indonesia during the era of Stalin and Khru-
shchev, and elaborate the question of whether there was stability or change. The third
part elaborates the relations between the domestic restructuring during the de-Stalinisa-
tion, the international factors, and the changing/continuing Soviet foreign policy towards
Indonesia.

CHANGE AND CONTINUITY IN FOREIGN POLICY:
A THEORETICAL CONSIDERATION

The study of changes in foreign policy, especially during Cold War, was underde-
veloped. According to Gustavsson, the study of foreign policy in the Cold War tended
to marginalise studies regarding changes while focusing on stability [Gustavsson 1999].
This lack of study about foreign policy change during the Cold War could highlight the
importance of this paper, which aims to elaborate the change in Soviet foreign policy.

After the Cold War, one of the most influential work on foreign policy change
was Charles Hermann’s work. Hermann identified several types of change, from the low-
est level of adjustment to the highest level of international orientation change [Hermann
1990]. Based on this typology, Eidenfalk offered 7 levels of change, consists of (i) sta-
bility, in which there was no change; (ii) intensification/reduction, in which there was
a quantitative change, exemplified by the addition or subtraction of foreign aid; (iii) re-
finement, in which there was a qualitative change of instrument, but the old instrument
was still in use as in the use of technical assistance, but the foreign aid is still being
done; (iv) reform, which is a change in the qualitative instrument, to replace the entire
instrument previously used in foreign policy; (v) redirection, which is the change of pur-
pose but with a combination of the long goal with a new purpose; (vi) reorientation,
which changes the overall purpose by replacing the previous goal; and (vii) restructuring,
which is a substantial change in almost all areas and issues involved and have an impact
on many actors [Eidenfalk 2009].

Gustavsson has initiated the development of Hermann’s theory [Gustavsson 1999].
He elaborated several theories, from Hermann to Rosati, but his theory was more con-
nected to Hermann’s [Gustavsson 1999]. As the figure from Gustavsson showed, his
theory elaborated Hermann’s typology while creating a clearer argument.

It can be seen that Gustavsson emphasised the existence of two major factors,
namely the international and domestic factors [Gustavsson 1999]. International factors
can be divided into political aspects, which include the power relations and military as-
pects, as well as economic aspects, which include cross-border transactions and institu-
tional conditions. Domestic factors can also be divided into the political aspects, which
include the support of voters, political parties, and societal actors who had views
on foreign policy, and the economic aspects, which include the variable of Gross Do-
mestic Products (GDP), the condition of inflation, unemployment, and institutional condi-
tions (labour relations and market).

Using Gustavsson’s theory, this paper elaborates the domestic conditions of the
USSR during the de-Stalinisation process, to investigate whether or not the domestic
restructuring influenced the Soviet policy towards Indonesia. However, as the theory
suggested, the international factors could have played considerable influence. The inter-
play between the domestic factors and the international factors, as suggested by the “two-
level games” from Putnam also be observed in the proceeding part [Putnam 1988].

USSR FOREIGN POLICY TOWARDS INDONESIA:
BEFORE AND AFTER 1953

Soviet-Indonesia Relation before 1953

The relations between USSR and Indonesia was understudied, even though, as
Pauker and Boden stated, Indonesia was one of the biggest recipient of Soviet’s aid dur-
ing 1945 to 1965 [Pauker 1962; Boden 2008]. Singh’s thesis (1986) was probably one
of the most detailed account of the relation between USSR and Indonesia [Singh 1986].
Combined with Efimova’s works on the recently released archives regarding the initial
relation between USSR and Indonesia, their works would be the main sources of this
paper’s attempts to comprehend the nature of this relation [Efimova 1998; 2001].
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As Singh argued, the development of Soviet-Indonesia relation could be divided
into several timelines [Singh 1986]. In this paper, the timeline is divided into pre-1953,
before the death of Stalin, and after 1953. After Indonesian independence of 1945 and
towards the end of Stalin’s era in 1953, Singh observed the dynamics of relationship.
He argued that, fundamentally, Stalin and USSR did not have a major interest in the re-
gion [Singh 1986: 154]. Therefore, the relation was very vibrant, fluctuating from the
Soviet ignorance towards the Indonesian nationalist movement in the early years of in-
dependence to the acceptance of the August Independence, after the telegram from In-
donesian president’s Soekarno to Stalin on the anniversary of the October Revolutions
and the reciprocal message from Moscow supporting the Indonesian independence
[Singh 1986: 88].

Singh argued that this change in Moscow’s view was caused by the willingness
to play a bigger role in Southeast Asia. Especially, since Moscow could not influence the
event in Indo-China because of the presence of France (which had substantial number
of communist in the government) [Singh 1986]. Therefore, Singh had considered that
Moscow wanted to control the former Dutch colonies because of the considerable weak-
nesses of the Communist Party in Netherlands. However, as Efimova had observed
during her archival research, the USSR apparently did not move quick enough to ac-
knowledge Indonesian independence [Efimova 1998]. The initial request, albeit indi-
rectly, for the recognition of Indonesian independence was made during the Interasian
conference in New Delhi, in 1947. As Efimova had stated, Indonesian delegation, led
by Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs Sutan Sjahrir, had unofficial meetings
with the Soviet delegation [Efimova 1998: 186]. Nevertheless, Efimova suggested that
the USSR had to consider the international law and the geopolitical realities in Europe
and Asia before making a decision on the Indonesian request [Efimova 1998]. As the
geopolitical event proceed and the Dutch had reoccupied Indonesia during 1945 to 1949,
the archive suggested that the USSR had considered acknowledging Indonesian inde-
pendence of 1945, even though it would provoke the US. Related to this argument, Singh
stated that even though the USSR had raised the issue of “Indonesian question” in the
United Nations, they did so because the British had questioned the reluctance of the
Soviet to leave Iran [Singh 1986: 93].

The above conditions during the early years of Indonesian independence revealed
the dilemma faced by the USSR. In one hand, the USSR wanted to expand the sphere
of influence to Western Europe, had failed to do that, and instead tried to exercise their
influence into the former Dutch colonies in Southeast Asia. On the other hand, the initial
goals and concerns of the USSR was mainly in Europe, not in Asia. As Singh had ob-
served, only the action of the British, which then prompted the USSR to raise the Indo-
nesian issue in the UN. The willingness to portray themselves as the moral power of
the anti-colonialism, compared to the US, was also considered by Singh as the main rea-
son of USSR policy [Singh 1986: 93]. In this sense, the initial concerns regarding Indo-
nesia during the Stalin’s era was not about Indonesia or the Asia, but about the USSR’s
relations with Western Europe and United States.

During the later days of Stalin’s era, from 1947 to 1953, there were some devel-
opments regarding the Soviet-Indonesian relations. As Singh argued, the emergence
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of Zhdanov doctrine could be considered as the beginning of the good relationship bet-
ween Indonesia and USSR, because Indonesia was considered a member of the Soviet-
led camp [Singh 1986: 107]. Efimova observed that only the outbreak of Madiun Re-
bellion in 1948, in which the Communist Party of Indonesia (PKI) was deeply involved,
have caused the worsening of the relation [Efimova 1998]. While the USSR had already
preparing for the opening of consul in Indonesia and the Indonesian Republic had ex-
pressed its gratitude towards Soviet’s acknowledgement, the event of communist rebel-
lion in Madiun had left the Indonesian government with no choice but to cancel the
ratification of the agreement with the USSR. Whether or not this rebellion instigated
by the Soviet was unclear, even though, as Singh had presented, Moscow had expressed
their support of the communist rebellion [Singh 1986: 125]. Nevertheless, it prompted
the gradual chilling of relations between Moscow and Jakarta, which was complicated by
the US support towards Indonesia following the failed communist rebellion in Madiun.

The following years from 1948 to 1952 was characterised by a duality of relation-
ship between USSR and Indonesia. Drawing from Singh and Efimova, this paper sug-
gests that the duality could be seen as suspiciousness towards Indonesian government
on one hand, and the criticism to the Dutch’s aggression to Indonesia in 1948—1949
on the other hand. This duality could be seen when the US acknowledged Indonesian
independence in December 1949, just one day after the initial independence, while
the USSR had just recognised Indonesia in January 1950. This delay could be seen as
the reluctance to support the Soekarno-Hatta government, which was deemed as the lib-
eral puppet. This duality, according to Singh, could be outlined from 1950 into 1952,
in which the presence of the Federal Government of Indonesia (until August 1950), and
the succession of pro-Western leader of the government of Indonesia, was seen by Mos-
cow as the signs of Indonesian tendency towards the Western blocs.

As Singh had argued, only the change in Stalin’s foreign policy after 1952 could
change the condition of Soviet-Indonesia relation [Singh 1986: 147]. Indeed, as events
proceed during 1952 to 1953, the gradual restoration of the Soviet-Indonesia relations
had happened, began by the emergence of pro-communist leader in Indonesia, was fur-
ther enhanced by the willingness of the USSR to provide aid to the former colonies
countries, and was highlighted by the decision of Indonesian government under Prime
Minister Wilopo to establish Indonesian embassy in Moscow. Even though this plan was
cancelled due to the lack of funds, Singh argued that the friendly gesture was well re-
ceived in Moscow [Singh 1986: 154].

It is sufficed to say that during the era of Stalin, even though the dynamics had
been so volatile, in the later years the relation between Soviet and Indonesia was begin-
ning to improve. Related to the theoretical framework of foreign policy change, this
period had shown that the presence of international factors was more influential than
the domestic factors. The Soviet foreign policy was influenced more by the action of
other countries such as Netherlands, British, and the United States, rather than the do-
mestic considerations. Obviously, the presence of Stalin and the absence of domestic
turmoil in USSR should be taken into considerations. Between 1945 to 1952, the control
of the Soviet government was in Stalin’s hand, and the foreign policy of the USSR
was mainly Eurocentric. However, it should be noted that the recuperation of the Soviet-
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Indonesia relations had already under way during the later years of Stalin. Stalin had
even changed his policy to recognise the Republic of the United States of Indonesia
(RUSI) in January 25, 1950, while previously (until January 19) refused to recognise
RUSI and criticise RUSI as the bargain between feudals and colonialists [Efimova 2001].
It is therefore quite possible that the Soviet policy towards Indonesia after 1953 was
a continuation of the Stalin’s policy, albeit in some different methods.

Soviet-Indonesia Relations after 1953

Stalin’s death prompted another dynamic for the Soviet-Indonesia relations. Several
scholars had argued that the changing policies of the USSR was in motion after the
changing domestic circumstances. This part of the paper evaluates this claim, and analy-
ses the change that happened and the possible cause of it.

After the emergence of Nikita Khrushchev as the new leader of the USSR, scholar
had argued that there was some revision of Soviet foreign policy, especially regarding
the developing countries in the Southeast Asia. Williams had argued that during the
early years of Khrushchev, he tried to build stronger ties with the Third World country
in Southeast Asia, by visiting Burma and Indonesian in 1960 [Williams 1991]. Horn
had even claimed, the visiting tour by Khrushchev and Bulganin in 1955 (to Burma) and
in 1960 (Burma and Indonesia) was designed to be the first stepping-stones towards
closer relations [Horn 1975]. Certainly, the relations between Jakarta and Moscow was
expanding. As Horn had observed, the USSR had given many resources to Indonesia,
from economic aid to create steel mills and oceanographic research institutes to military
assistance in the forms of aircraft (MIG-21s and TU-16s) and submarines [Horn 1975:
659]. Pauker confirmed the existence of this aid, when he explained how Indonesian
president Soekarno visited Moscow in 1956, and the Indonesian Army General A.H. Na-
sution visited Moscow in 1961, to conclude an arms deal [Pauker 1961].

This arms deal, based on the communique regarding Nasution’s visit, was related
to the ongoing crisis in West Irian. This crisis marked another Soviet policy towards
Indonesia. Derkach’s research regarding Soviet policy towards Indonesian action in West
Irian and Malaysia was important, in a sense that these two cases highlighted the dilemma
faced by the USSR [Derkach 1965]. In the case of West Irian, Derkach reported that
the USSR was fully supported of the Indonesian claim, because they saw the crisis as
a conflict between the Dutch (the former colonial powers) and Indonesia (the newly
independent states). On the other hand, Soekarno’s policy of “Konfrontasi”” with Malay-
sia was considered as a conflict between new states. The full support from the USSR
for Indonesian claim in West Irian was nowhere near the hesitancy to support Indonesia
in the Indo-Malaysian conflict. The case of West Irian was the most important turning
point, related to the development of Soviet-Indonesia relations and the causal factors
behind it. The endgame in West Irian, decided peacefully through the people’s referen-
dum in 1969 (regardless of the controversies surrounding this process) was considered
the turning points in Soviet policy towards Indonesia. Singh even claimed that, had the
Indonesian government acted in accordance with the Soviet’s preference, it was highly
possible that the relations between Soviet and Indonesia would continue to intensify
[Singh 1986: 204].
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Nevertheless, generally, Soviet policy towards Indonesia during the period after
Stalin’s death (since 1953 up until 1964) was considered the highest point in the history
of relationship between the two countries. The amount of economic and military aid,
combined with the political support towards the Indonesian government was unprece-
dented. However, the problem remains. Is this condition could be considered as foreign
policy change? If so, what is the main causal factors? The domestic variables or the
international aspects? The next section of this paper was dedicated to explore this
problem.

CHANGE IN SOVIET FOREIGN POLICY TOWARDS INDONESIA:
THE SUPERIORITY OF INTERNATIONAL FACTORS

The first issue that is clarified in this section is the concept of change. The pre-
vious section had shown differences between Stalin’s foreign policy towards Indo-
nesia and the foreign policy of the de-Stalinisation period. Using Eidenfalk’s typol-
ogy [Eidenfalk 2006: 10], this paper contends that the change had not reached the
highest level of change (in terms of scope, domain, and effect of change). Nevertheless,
the change was still happened, under a lower classification.

To support this argument, this paper examines the possibility of change from the
lowest level to the highest level. The lowest level is, according to Eidenfalk, the stability,
in which there was no change at all. This could be disproved by just exploring several
things, such as the existence of Soviet economic aid under Khrushchev (which was ab-
sent during the era of Stalin) and the visit of Soviet leader under Khrushchev to Indonesia
in 1960 (which was also do not exist under Stalin). The second level is the intensification
or reduction, in which there was a quantitative change in the policy. Obviously, the in-
creasing economic and military aid proved this argument. The diversification of Soviet
policy, ranging from economic aid, military aid, and the political support to Soekarno’s
policy in West Irian and, albeit grudgingly, Malaysia, could be interpreted as the evi-
dence of a refinement, which is the qualitative instrumental change by maintaining
the previous policy instrument. Under Stalin, the foundation of the relations, such as
the political support against Dutch during the military aggression of 1948—1949,
was taken place.

Analysing the next level is more challenging, because the absence of such clear
policies during the Stalin’s era. The level of reformation (the fourth level) had the pre-
requisite of a different instrument, and the abolition of the previous policy instrument.
Regrettably, the evidence of instruments used by Stalin (other than the normal diplo-
matic instruments) to accomplish his interests in Indonesia was quite rare. However, one
of the recent study of the Soviet archive, conducted by Efimova, showed that Stalin had
met with the PKI leader Musso before the event of Madiun rebellion in 1948, and the
new leader D.N. Aidit just before Stalin’s death. This revelation could be interpreted
as the clandestine approach from Stalin to influence Indonesian politics by supporting
the overthrow of the legitimate government. However, this claim was rejected by both
Efimova’s account on Musso [Efimova 2009] and Boden’s account on the September
1965 coup, which argued that Moscow did not play any role in supporting the rebellion
and the coup [Boden 2007]. Sidel had argued that even though Aidit had met Stalin,
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he never mentioned Stalin’s name during the period of Soviet’s de-Stalinisation, un-
doubtedly because of the fear that the Soviet’s support towards the PKI will be restrained
if he showed his association with Stalin [Sidel 2007]. This lack of evidences can be
understood as the elimination of a change in instrument. Therefore, as far as the theo-
retical framework could be considered, the change in the Soviet foreign policy towards
Indonesia during the time of de-Stalinisation could be classified as the refinement. In this
types, the new instruments (the military aid and economic aid) was added to the existing
diplomatic relations, the political support to the government’s policy, and the support
towards the Indonesian communist party.

The next issue that is discussed in this paper is the causal factors behind the re-
finement. As I explain in the theoretical framework, this paper is based on Gustavsson’s
theory about the two causal factors, namely the domestic and international factors. Taking
into account the domestic restructuring that happened in the USSR during the Khru-
shchev era, as Gehlen had argued, several domestic characteristics could be made
[Gehlen 1967]. The first feature was the denunciation of Stalin and Stalinism. The effect
of this first condition was, while the Soviet denounced Stalin, it was impossible for
the leader of PKI such as Aidit and Njoto to proclaim their meeting with Stalin and that
their strategy was derived from Stalin’s suggestions. However, this effect was not directly
related to the decision of Khrushchev administration to give more aid or political sup-
port to Indonesia.

The second feature was the re-emergence of the Party. While Gehlen argued that
during the Cuban crisis, the Party played an important part, in the case of Indonesia,
there was no evidence that the Party had played similar role [Gehlen 1967: 13]. Quite
adversely, the bureaucracy, which had been absent during the later years of Stalin, had
played more important role during Stalin’s era, in which they managed to delay the re-
cognition of Indonesian independence until 1950. During the Khrushchev era, no evi-
dences had been found regarding the role of the party related to the case of Indonesia.

The third feature, according to Gehlen, was the increasing personal freedom and
standard of living. However, even Gehlen himself seemed unable to relate this domestic
development to the Soviet foreign policy. Plausibly, the increased wealth of the Soviet
could prompt an increasing number of economic aid. Goldmann’s argument about the
increasing economic aid of the USSR could be used as the evidences of this logic [Gold-
mann 1965]. However, Goldmann failed to provide evidence about the sources of such
amount of money. He focused his analysis more on the effect of the increasing aid
towards Soviet’s international posture. Nevertheless, the facts that during the stage of
economic development in the USSR the amount of international aid was increasing
should not be neglected.

The last feature of the domestic de-Stalinisation was the change in the acceptance
of Communist theory. The emergence of the “peaceful coexistence” doctrine could be
related to this development. However, even during the later years of Stalin, the change
in this principle could be demonstrated. As Singh had observed, the changing principles
of Soviet foreign policy was actually started during Stalin’s era. He had argued that
the stalemate condition of the Korean War, the lack of revolutions in the other part of the
world (especially the Third World), the rise of China and the probabilities of competi-
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tion between China and USSR, and the beginning of US containment policy in Asia had
forced Stalin to rethink his foreign policy, especially regarding the Southeast Asia
[Singh 1986: 148].

While the last feature of the domestic de-Stalinisation, namely the change in the
acceptance of Communist theory, can be traced back into the era of Stalin, Singh’s ar-
gument about the change could also be related to the international factors. Consequently,
I argue that the international factors played more important role than the domestic de-
Stalinisation. Several specific factors could be highlighted in this section.

The main factor was the contestation between USSR and the United States. This
great power rivalry had been one of the most important feature of Cold War international
politics, but in this case, the rivalry had set the stage for the changing Soviet policy.
The emergence of US’s containment policy had been one of the reasons, which forced
Stalin to change his policy. The policy of containment, as proposed by George Kennan
in 1947, was designed to halt the Soviet from controlling the “Heartland”, thereby ac-
knowledging the Heartland theory by Mackinder [Jones 1955]. The strategic areas that
should be controlled by the US were called “the Rimland”, the concept developed from
Spykman’s theory of Rimland. Rimland was all the areas encircling the USSR, and one
of the most crucial areas, which was still contested after the Cold War, was Asia, par-
ticularly Southeast Asia. While Japan had been under the hegemony of the US, China
was considered to be under the influence of USSR, the whole region of South Asia and
Southeast Asia had just proclaimed their independence. Indonesia was one of the stra-
tegic countries in that regards. The increasing presence of the US, especially offering help
towards several countries in Asia, including Indonesia, could be seen as the threat to-
wards the USSR. The emergence of the Non-Aligned Movement, initiated by Indonesia
during the Asia-Africa Conference in Bandung, 1955, was considered the significant
turning points, which shifted the paradigm of the conflict between two-camps (The West
and the Communist) towards the competition of the two camps to influence the non-
aligned states.

Considered, for once, the Soviet policy to support Indonesian claim towards West
Irian and the hesitancy to support the claim on Malaysia. The support in West Irian case
could be explained by relating the case to US support to the Dutch. If the USSR sup-
ported Indonesia, and the US supported the Dutch, the conflict would turn into a contest
between former colonial countries and the newly independence states of Indonesia,
into a conflict between imperialist country and the anti-imperialist, in which the USSR
would have gain more support from the non-aligned states and the higher international
legitimacy. However, in the case of Malaysia, the presence of US and Great Britain was
stronger, and instead of a conflict between imperialist and anti-imperialist countries,
they would face a conflict between two independent countries (Malaysia and Indonesia)
and the full-support of the US on the other side (compared to the hesitancy of US to
support the Dutch). As Singh argued, the decision of the US to end the dispute of West
Irian in a peaceful manner was differed with the initial goals of the USSR that urged
Indonesia to take military action [Singh 1986]. Meanwhile, the hesitancy of the Soviet
in supporting Indonesian claims towards Malaysia was proved disastrous, in which
Indonesia began to build closer ties with China.
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On another related case, the visit of Army General Nasution to Moscow in 1957 was
scheduled after the failed visit to Washington. Washington rejected the Indonesian re-
quest of arms deal of $ 650 mln, on the ground that they feared the weapon would be
used in the West Irian. In 1957, the Soviet only gave Nasution $ 25 min. Several years
later, in 1961, Nasution visited Moscow for the second time, to plea for another arms
deal. Based on the condition, the USSR had been very welcome to Nasution’s request.
The arms deal was concluded and Khrushchev had promised the support if Indonesia
went to war in the West Irian. The willingness of Khrushchev to help Indonesia over
the arms deal, which would be used in the conflict against the Dutch in West Irian,
worked as the evidence that the Soviet wanted the war in West Irian to disturb the US
deal [Pauker 1961]. While on the other hand, the unwillingness to support Indonesian
claims in Malaysia militarily and only offered several grudging support could be attrib-
uted to the détente in the US-USSR relations after the Cuban Missile Crisis in 1962.

The other international factors, which also influenced the Soviet policy, was
the initial split between USSR and China. As Derkach had argued, the dilemma of the
Soviet’s policy in Indo-Malaysian dispute was caused by dual factors [Derkach 1965].
On the one hand, the Soviet hesitated because of the presence of the US and Great Brit-
ain supporting Malaysia. On the other hand, if the Soviet failed to support Indonesia,
the Chinese government could increase their sphere of influence in the Southeast Asia.
Indeed, after the West Irian crisis and during the confrontation with Malaysia, the Indo-
nesian government was closer to the Chinese, rather than the Soviet. As Horn suggested,
the ongoing economic and military aid from the Soviet to Indonesia had given Soekarno
the ammunition to deepen the relations between Indonesia and China [Horn 1975].

The shift in USSR foreign policy towards Indonesia during the de-Stalinisation
era could be seen as continuation from the Stalin’s policy. This assumption was based
on the initial change in Soviet’s foreign policy towards Indonesia during the Stalin’s era,
extending from the support of Indonesian independence in 1945 towards the recogni-
tion of RUSI in 1950. Meanwhile, the Soviet policy towards Indonesia during the era
of Khrushchev (1953—1964) were characterised by the increasing foreign aid in terms
of economic and military aid, and the increasing political support during the West Irian
crisis and even during the Malaysian crisis. Using the definition and typology of change
from Eidenfalk, this paper concludes that the continuation was indeed a type of foreign
policy change. To be more specific, the type of change in this case was the refinement,
the third level of change, which was characterised by the combination of old instruments
and the new instruments of policy while at the same time having the quantitative and
qualitative changes.

Having conclude that the continuation could be classified as a refinement, this pa-
per also concludes that the change was affected more by the international factors rather
than the domestic restructuring during de-Stalinisation era. The contestation between
USSR and the US was more influential than the political restructuring and domestic up-
heaval. However, it should be noted that the international condition had also related to
the domestic de-Stalinisation, especially through the changes in the acceptance of Com-
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munist theory. The changes in the acceptance, the shifting perception from two-camps
contestation into two-camps influencing the neutral world, and the re-emergence of
peaceful coexistence coincide with the commencement of US containment policy and
the rise of China as the competitor of USSR. The interplay between these international
factors and the domestic denunciation of Stalin’s principles had prompted the changes
in foreign policy. In this sense, even with a low domestic influence and a high interna-
tional influence, the parallel influence could be interpreted as the two-level game, as
promoted by Putnam [Putnam 1988]. Therefore, this paper argues that to understand
the changes in foreign policy, the need to comprehend the interplay between these two
factors was necessary.

TO THE INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY

Abstract. The article devoted to the analysis of change of status of Mayotte with signing of the Treaty
on the possession of Mayotte to France in 1841 continuing until Mayotte’s departmentalization in 2011.

Relations between France and Mayotte are essentially different from traditional cooperation “Metro-
politan-colony”, due the fact that Mayotte was an important strategic territory of France in the Indian Ocean
since 19th century. The article contains the detail analysis of specifics features of French colonial administra-
tion. The legislative changes of territorial status of Mayotte traced on the basis of researched decrees, laws,
resolutions.

The status of Mayotte had changed with the expansion of the colonial Empire: from autonomy up
until 1912, to the dependent and controlled up until 1946. In the next 20 years Mayotte crosses swords for
the expansion of autonomy from France. Besides it, in this chapter of the article considers the processes
of formation of various people's movements, such as “Mouvement du peuple mahorais”, which purposed
to get from metropolitan France the status of the French Overseas territory. After the fall of the colonial
system, France tried to prevent the final breakdown of the Empire, for that French Republic takes root
intro their colonies in a structure of France by legislation. In 1975 Comoros gained independence, and entered
immediately into a confrontation with France with regard to Mayotte. The international community headed
by the UN required return the island to the Comoros, despite it France referred to a popular referendum
during which the residents of Mayotte had expressed a desire to be a part of France. Hurriedly, France grant-
ed to Mayotte the status of the Overseas community of France. Despite the new status, Mayotte continued
to be a backward region of France up until 1990s. In the 21st century starts a new period of changes.
There is an active development of the island in such spheres as administration management, economy,
culture and social integration with metropolitan France which ultimately will lead to the departmentali-
zation in 2011.

The conclusion examines the processes of integration of Mayotte with France and the EU after de-
partmentalization, prospects of development and reinforcement of role of the island as a political and eco-
nomic zone of France in East Africa.

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Abstract. The article presents a historiographical review of assessments of higher education and
science development in Asia, which has now become the key economic region of the world. It is a common
knowledge that education, science and innovations represent a driving force of economic development
and indispensable for building a knowledge-based economy. The analysis presented in this article adds
to a better understanding of knowledge-based economy development in Greater Eastern Asia. The article
presents the research literature and science metrics analysis on science and education development in Asia
dividing it into four clusters. International organizations (e.g., the UN and OECD) and transnational ranking
agencies (like QS) judging by the quantitative indicators point out that Greater Eastern Asia (Northeast Asia,
Southeast Asia and India) has become one of the world leaders in terms of higher education development
and innovations. In high technologies, the region is second only to the USA and is constantly bridging this
gap. Greater Middle East (the Middle East and Central Asia) looks differently in this respect. Arab countries’
opportunities to build knowledge-based economy are very limited as well as those of Central Asia. In terms
of quality of science and education Greater Eastern Asia (with the exception of the most advanced countries
of the region) is still lagging behind the West and in terms of fundamental science this gap looks very serious.
However, there are efforts in place to make the rise of science and education in Asia more quality-oriented,
for instance focusing more on strengthening engineering and hard science in the Asian universities.
