SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT CONCEPT

Abstract. In this article, the author analyzes the current approaches to interpretation of such a
modern scientific phenomenon as the sustainable development concept. Actually, the inception of new
attitudes to it derives from the fact that there is no generally accepted meaning of the term. The author
emphasizes that the concept interpretation depends much on the changing global context, so every
scientific approach tackles the tasks of the particular historic period. The paper elaborates and deepens
the current research, clarifies the definitions and conceptual framework of sustainable development,
determines its topical interpretations that correspond to the global agenda. In conclusion, the article
suggests that the triune concept of sustainable development tends to be the most progressive one as it,
to a certain extent, systemizes and embraces other approaches. In this regard, the author underlines
the necessity of taking action at a global scope in order to achieve implementation of the goals and
principles of the sustainable development concept.

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THEORETICAL APPROACHES TO THE STUDY OF DIFFERENTIATED
ECONOMIC INTEGRATION

Abstract. Some theoretical and practical aspects of integration relations in regional groupings has
not been studied and require further analysis. Economists and other practitioners stress that there has
not been developed yet a unified theory of integration covering various aspects of this process. Analysis
of domestic and foreign scientific literature shows that currently there is no clear definition of the
«differentiated economic integration» concept, which is a system of alternative theories of international
economic integration.

In this study the emphasis is placed: firstly special attention is paid to economic integration, not
political. Initially, differentiated integration was positioned as multi-level governance in the field of
decision-making that allows us to speak about the political nature of the concept. In this article, we
attempt the study of differentiated integration through the prism of economic categories. Secondly, in
accordance with the subject of study, special interest triggers not the classical theory and approaches
of economic integration, but the system of alternative theories of economic integration.

Abstract. The article investigates the influence of one of the informal institutions braking innovation
process in Russia — the so-called “administrative economy”. It is shown its role as a strong incentive
to concentrate the activity of subjects of the innovation process on their own goals by reducing the
efficiency of the overall process. The braking mechanism based on the transformation of investments
in innovation sphere into pseudo investments, which can be used for generation unnecessary for real
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industry pseudo-innovations is examined. It is shown how the interaction pseudo-investments and
pseudo-innovations leads to filling technoparks mainly non innovative enterprises of «past days». It is
proved the identity of the objectives of the managing company and residents — to promote models of
priority non-innovative residents to innovative residents because of the evaluation of the technopark’s
activity on the basis of the value of revenue of resident companies. It is shown the necessity of introducing
of restrictions on the granting of resident status, because it makes the companies more competitive in
comparison with non-residents due to preferences of the technopark. As restrictions is proposed to
introduce a requirement for residents to have intellectual property.

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MODEL FOR FORECASTING OF VOLUME AND STRUCTURE
“GREY IMPORT”
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Abstract. The revenues of the Federal budget of the Russian Federation to a significant extent, is
formed at the expense of customs payments. Hence, in the case of large amounts of “gray import”, the
state’s economy can be significantly affected. The performance measures against “gray import” depends
on the timely and adequate prediction of its structure and volumes. This forecast assumes the availability
of appropriate models. However, the currently known models do not provide the timeliness and adequacy
of the forecast.

The article suggests a model for the current prediction of volume and structure of “gray import”.
The model allowed stochastic representation of the “gray imports”, simulating the processes of its
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formation. This simulation allows more adequately than the commonly used regression and expert
models, considering available information about the “gray import” and thereby improves prediction
accuracy its volume and structure. The information basis of the proposed model are data of the risk
management system of the Federal customs service of the Russian Federation. The application of the
proposed model allows near real-time to predict the structure and volume of “gray imports” and on
this basis to develop the necessary measures to counter it.

Abstract. The study aims to clarify the theoretical and methodological details of the commodity
market power asymmetry structure.

Based on the Industrial Markets Theory, Neoinstitutional Economic Theory and Organizational
Field Theory we clarified the concept of the commodity market. Also we proved that inequality in
market conditions is a generic feature of any market system with limited competition. The theoretical
model of research bases on a scientific review of approaches. We did the terminological analysis of
categories “dominant position”, “market power” and “bargaining power”, as well as the identification
of the market inequality sources. As a result we suggested the definition “power asymmetry of the
commodity market.”

The main research result is developing an unified method for assessing of the commodity market
power asymmetry. This method includes a three-step assessment of an influence one of the market
participant on all stakeholders.

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THE STUDY OF DIFFERENTIATION OF FOREIGN TRADE PRICES

Abstract. This article considers the methodological approach for the study of foreign prices of goods
by using of dispersion analysis. Currently, one of the problems associated with the avoidance of
organizations from the payment of customs duties, is an understatement of the value of goods crossing
the customs border of the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU). For this reason, control by the customs
authorities of foreign trade prices for goods is one way of ensuring economic security of the Russian
Federation, which is the leader of the EAEU. Because in the process of customs clearance of
consignments, customs authorities of the Russian Federation have considerable difficulties with the
control of the reliability of the declared value of the goods, there is a need to apply mathematical and
statistical methods for the analysis of pricing information. Based on the above, we propose to use
multivariate dispersion analysis for research purposes of foreign trade prices for goods.

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ECONOMIC ASPECTS OF MIGRATION FROM CENTRAL ASIA
IN RUSSIA

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Abstract. The feeling of ‘home’ and ‘ontological security’ are central in social and psychological
integration of both migrants and local residents. In Russia, for most Central Asian migrants the feeling
of ‘home’ is often in clear contradiction with daily practices in Russia. The tightening economic
situation, collapse of the rouble and the ambivalent migration legislation, of course, affect the integration
of migrants and a feeling of security in the new countries of residence.
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Introduction

Migration is one of the contested issues of the contemporary time. The language used
in discussing and describing populations moving across international border has become
stricter and, among some circles, physical attacks against foreign-looking nationals are
represented heroic acts, attempts to protect homeland from ‘illegals’, ‘potential terrorists’
and ‘welfare shoppers’. In many counties of Europe, the 2015 ‘refugee crisis’ and the
above-mentioned expressions have had a direct impact on security. With its estimated 10
million foreign nationals, Russia is the second largest immigration country in the world.
Despite a great demand for foreign labour force in certain regions and sectors of economy,
the overall attitude to ‘immigrants’ is rather negative and securitized also in Russia. After
exploring this migration-security nexus in overall terms, the paper will discuss the meaning
of ‘home’ and so-called ‘ontological security’ among Central Asian migrants in Russia.

The feeling of ‘home’ and ‘ontological security’ are central in social and psychological
integration of migrants and locals respectively. These micro layers of security reflect the
changing everyday contexts, personal and local (in)securities and different personal and
community level strategies to host, integrate and cope with these insecurities. In the
context of the growing economic crisis and the weakening Rouble, contradictory migration
policies, and local-level migration related disputes have, clearly, created a setting where
migrants not only reconsider their lives ‘in-between’ Russia and Central Asia but also in
relation to their social and territorial loyalties, religion and sets of values. In concrete,
these are central for migrants’ lives, families and integration to (or with) the Russian
society and, ultimately, to the way they see their future lives as part of Russian or Central
Asian societies.
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Home for Migrants

The concept of home is multi-layered. It captures well the complex character of
individuals’ relation to identity, place, self / family, and society. Home refers to three
main categories: Home as the symbol of identity, Home as private (closed) space and
Home as public (open/closed) space (Brednikova O., Tkach O., 2010; Buffel T., Phillipson
C., 2016; Ralph D., Staheli L.A., 2011). The first — home as the symbo! of identity — is
closely related to the comfort that home brings along with all the memories, feeling of
longing, routines and good life. At home the person knows who he/she is, and is free to
be and express oneself, without feeling the pressure of the outside world. It is more than
just a flat or an apartment. People leave home to the ‘external’ world (city, work, etc.)
and come back. In other words, the home as place of comfort exists only in dialogue with
that outside world.

At the second level — home as private (closed) space — home is a concrete place, a
house or an apartment that is open for outsiders only by invitation. This, very closely
related to the symbol of identity where especially family and care give that particular
place its meanings characterized by love (or, in some cases fear). It consists of everyday
life, practices, routines and traditions that give our lives and that particular space a specific
significance. Lastly, home as public (open/closed) space brings the feeling of home a wider
context of city, homeland, ethnic and cultural belonging. Despite its more abstract
character, it becomes very concrete through language, ethnic or national belonging. Here,
the public sphere, e.g. state, politics and external actors, provide a certain setting for
familiarity, communality, and comfort, a place where the person can feel welcome and
understood. However, as witnessed in the case of bad relations within family, domestic
violence, or racism, these ideal ‘homes’ are neither stable nor always positive. They are
changing in dialogue and in everyday contexts within which individuals operate.

For migrants, the above-described three-fold conceptualisation of ‘home’ is rather
complicated. Migrants often live in a transnational space ‘in-between’ where home is
neither ‘here’ nor ‘there’. Their loved ones are ‘at home’ thousands of kilometres away
and everyday relations and care practices (related to children and aging parents) are
carried out through mobile phones or other new technologies such as Skype (Baldassar L.,
2016). At the same time, migrants’ housing can consist of shady huts, over-crowded
shared flats, often referred to as ‘rubber flats’, or bunking at some friends or distant
relatives. The social networks of family members, friends and other peer compatriots,
and related spaces of socialisation such as ‘migrant cafes’ and restaurants, as well as
familiar tastes and smells from ‘home’, can make a significant context within which
migrants construct their lives. Whereas the outside world can seem hostile due to racism
and anti-migrant sentiments, and everyday struggles with work, housing and the formal
status, ‘home’ for migrants can be a source for feelings of insecurity and inequality rather
than comfort.

In Russia, for most Central Asian migrants ‘home’ is a contradictory process where
memories and cultural practices ‘from home’ in Central Asia are often in clear contradiction
with real-life, or expected, daily practices in Russia. These are related to migrants’
everyday life in an entirely different (and rapidly changing) context, often without family.
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Changing everyday context

Most Central Asian labour migrants in Russia live in precarious conditions. In 2015,
Russia granted work permit and work licences (patents) for 1,887,034 foreign citizens,
most of which came from the CIS countries of Uzbekistan (899,864), Tajikistan (445,652),
Ukraine (209,840) and Moldova (99,835). The largest groups of non-CIS migrants were
Chinese (51,701), North Koreans (30,757), Turkish (20,414), and Vietnamese (12,522)
(Ryazantsev, Manshin, 2016). However, these figures make only a small share of the total
estimated 10 million foreign citizens residing and working in the country.

Within this overall context, we can observe three interrelated developments in Russian
society that have a significant impact on ‘migrant homes’ in contemporary Russia: (1)
The changing economic and political realities of the Russian society, (2) Three-tier
migration policies and tightening migration control, and (3) Psychological and cultural
exhaustion for migration.

Economic and political realities

Connected to the global economic decline, the geopolitically inspired sanction policy
and the structural challenges in the Russian economy, especially the changing value of
both rouble and oil, many companies are in trouble. As the value of the Rouble mirrored
almost perfectly the value of oil, the most important export item of the Russian economy,
the sharp fall in the price of oil from about USD100 per barrel in mid-2014 to USD40
in early 2015 was directly reflected in the value of the rouble. During the ‘economic crisis’
the ruble price of the dollar has approximately doubled'. Consequently, the state budget
is heavily in deficit and subsidised from state reserves.

Despite a rapid decrease in ability to travel and buy foreign goods, the domestic
purchasing power had declined relatively little, by about 10% (ibid.). Officially, the
unemployment is still not more than 5.6 percent (much higher in real life) but significantly
lower investment (—7.6%), tightening consumption (—9.6%) and retail sales (—9.7%)
put a record number of companies to adapt their performance to the new economic
realities®. The main sectors of migrant labour market, services and construction, were
among the sectors facing the decrease heaviest, which increased the already tight
competition and restructuring of the ‘migrant labour market’ as well.

Related to the strong prevalence of shadow economy in Russia, almost every sector
of the Russian economy makes use of the migrant labour. In many cases migrants conduct
the work, unofficially and for smaller salaries, that are officially carried out by locals
(Ryazantsev, 2016). This practice, consequently, gives migrants access to paid work but
a lower salaries than locals. It also supports diverse structures of exploitation, violation
of workers’ rights and inequality that all contribute to a certain feelings of inferiority
among migrants. Nevertheless, the pressure in Russian labour market increased and

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encouraged nationalist sentiments and additional anti-migrant discourses, as well as
discussions of the character and actual need of foreign labour.

Like in other European states, Central Asian migrants have become popular scapegoats
for different societal and everyday problems such as unemployment. At the local level in
Moscow, the locals considered the number of immigrants way higher than it actually was.
For them, immigrants represented some concrete everyday troubles like overpopulation
and traffic jams related to the ‘crowded city’ rather than anti-migrants sentiments in
general (Kosmarskaya N., Savin 1., 2016). However, there are wide regional differences
in the attitude to the foreign labour, creating rather different contexts where the above-
described inequalities, racist discourses and attacks and religious-political assaults are
being lived and interpreted.

Legal status, corruption and deportations

The second aspect of having an impact of migrants’ everyday setting is closely related
to the political realities and, significantly, the tightening immigration control of the
Russian state. The Russian migration policy has three categories of immigrants based on
citizenship, two first ones concern migrants from Central Asia. Citizens of the Eurasian
Economic Union (EEU) — Armenia, Belarus, Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan — enjoy free
movement and can relocate to and work in Russia with no limitations. They need neither
work permits nor work licences (pafents, in Russian) and, thus, acquire equal labour rights
at the Russian labour market with locals by registration. This not only increases the sense
of security among migrants but, significantly, reduces the possible moments of corruption
and undesirable encounters with police and authorities dealing with migration. The legal
status of EEU citizens can enjoy equal salaries and working conditions with locals, and
where they can relocate to Russia as a family, rather than alone or with friends. After
Kyrgyz membership, for example, the possibility has, indeed, lead to an obvious increase
in female and family migration.

More vulnerable than the EEU citizens are the citizens of the Commonwealth of
Independent States (CIS). The decision to extend the work licence (patent) policy for all
CIS citizens in January 2015, made the process of obtaining a legal labour migrant status
significantly easier. The citizens of Azerbaijan, Moldova, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan,
Uzbekistan and Ukraine do not need to apply for a special work permit but a licence with
which they can live and work legally. Despite the positive intentions of this scheme, easy
legalisation process, improved labour rights and social conditions, as well as better long-
term perspectives for integration, the practical implementation licence policy became a
failure. Not only do the migrants have to apply for foreign passport, insurance and medical
certificate prior to arrival, they also need to pass examinations in Russian history, language
and law within a month of relocating themselves to the territory of the Russian Federation.

For some migrants the new system certainly is a big improvement, a way to get away
from the shadow economy. Most Central Asian migrants, however, earn very little and
concentrate in saving money for remittances. For them, the new system is expensive.
Apart from the estimated cost of 30-40,000 roubles (580 euros) ‘starting fee’ for the
required documents and examinations, the monthly charge of a licence depends on the
region. Despite the Russian average salary of about 36,100 roubles (520 euros), the income
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of many migrants does not exceed 25,000 roubles (360 euros). Consequently, the
introduction of simplified procedures for CIS citizens in 2015 succeeded only partially,
leaving majority of migrants to the precarious state of illegal work.

Deportations and re-entry bans

In order to reduce the so-called ‘illegal migration’ (or actually illegal work) in the
Russian Federation, the Federal Migration Service (FMS) and the Police tightened their
approach to migration in 2013. They increased the number of identification, document
checks and arrests in construction sites, factories, markets, restaurants and other possible
locations with migrants, which in many cases lead to rapid deportations and administrative
re-entry bans. According to Director Konstantin Romodanovskiy from the Federal
Migration Service, the aim of these was to reduce criminality and make ‘illegal migration’
legal (Gritsjuk M., 2015). He estimates that in the end of 2014 there were approximately
1.7 million foreign citizens who had exceeded the visa free limit by half a year, and about
a million who have exceeded that for over a year. This, of course, means that there are
over a million foreign citizens in Russia who live under a constant pressure of getting
caught and being deported.

In 2014, illegal work, illegal stay, criminal offences and other causes lead to the
deportation of 129,034 foreign citizens. In addition to that, Russian authorities issued a
so-called re-entry ban for up to 675,950 persons as an administrative procedure
(Kazmierkiewicz P., 2016)'. These were based on different administrative violations such
as jaywalk and parking fines. According to Kluczewska (Kluczewska K., 2014), “the
mechanism of re-entry bans was created because for the Russian authorities it would be
technically impossible and not cost-effective to identify and deport all foreign nationals
who committed irregularities on the territory of the Russian Federation”. However, due
to the administrative character and decentralized management of the ban, many of the
migrants were never informed by any of the eleven authorities involved. This has naturally
led to inconvenient situations at the Russian airports and border crossing points upon
arrival. To avoid such situations, the Migration Service has established an internet based
system through which migrants can before buying the ticket check if he/she is eligible to
enter the country.

The impact of deportations and up to 10-year re-entry bans can mainly be felt in home
and neighbouring countries in Central Asia. There are an increased number of people
who are not only able to access Russia to provide income for their families in terms of
remittances. Piotr Kazmierkiewicz (Kazmierkiewicz P., 2016) with his IOM colleagues
remind us that the re-entry ban, usually 3—S5 years, slash the migrant households disposable
income that may, further, have an impact on the entire migration dynamics in Central
Asia. Migrants who are not able to return to Russia are looking for alternative migration
destinations elsewhere. Simultaneously, they are subjected to various vulnerabilities such

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as exploitation by unverified mediators and manipulations by criminal and extremist
networks. Majority of the migrants interviewed by the IOM (ibid.) had no alternative
strategy for survival.

Everyday and the ontological security of migrants

The concept ontological security captures well the above-described everyday issues
among migrants. Theoretically, the concept of ontological security is closely interwoven
with the idea of trust and safety that give people (not only migrants) hope and courage
against various everyday threats, pressures and fears, in relation with the surrounding
communities (Debuis A., Thorns D., 1998; Noble G., 2005). The concept originates at
Anthony Giddens’s (Giddens A., 1996) well-known theorisation of ontological security
reflecting individuals’ need to answer existential questions about existence, stability of
life, self, and interaction. In contrast to military or physical security, this is a space in
which the routines of everyday life and existence can be performed, relatively free from
external surveillance and, hence, offering (or, in some cases, preventing) the person a
sense of autonomy.

In a particular context of immigrants, ontological security becomes significant through
home-building that, according to Greg Noble (Noble G., 2005), must “constantly
negotiate the affective and cognitive dissonance” and the acts of social incivility, harassment
and abuse. Migrants attempt to find and secure their places in a world in social and
economic contexts that are often characterized by racism, everyday worries triggering
feelings of insecurity and inability to look forward, anticipate becoming possibilities, and
give meanings to ones lives. This more abstract notion of ‘homing’ combines the three-
fold conceptualisation of ‘home’ described in the beginning of the paper (home as symbol
of identity, private (closed) space, and public (open/closed) space) with a deeper meanings
of everyday life. In other words, precarious migrant lives in overcrowded ‘rubber flats’
without privacy, unsecure employment and unfavourable exchange rates, combined with
feeling of inequality, insecure social, economic and legal citizenship in the countries of
residence are central to the ways Central Asian migrants conceptualize their lives and
feeling of security in Russia.

A particularly high-risk group of migrants are the extremely poor, less educated and
less experienced who not only are most vulnerable in terms of all forms of exploitation
but who also possess fewer resources to be integrated with the new Russian context. Those
groups are, thus, the primary target groups for pre-departure language training and
awareness building as well as work license related examinations on Russian language,
history and society. On the other hand, ability to keep contact with friends and the family
‘at home’ by phone or social media, be part of local social networks and, even, visit
familiar ‘ethnic spaces’ such as Central Asian cafes and restaurants, is vital for ordering
migrants’ conception of everyday life in Russia.

After over a decade of extensive migration and remigration from Central Asia to
precarious labour markets in Russia, and concrete social and family related troubles
caused by the migration, many former migrants have started to question the actual benefits
ofthe migration (Fryer P., Virkkunen J., Usmonov F., 2016; Virkkunen J., 2013). Despite
asharp decrease of remittances, migration is often the ‘only’ option for income for families

in rural Central Asia. For the citizens of Kyrgyzstan, the country’s membership of the
Eurasian Economic Union has made the movement easier but they can still be subjected
for corruption by authorities or arbitrary arrested by the police. As foreign citizens, they
can also be deported due some criminal offences but, significantly, not issued administrative
re-entry bans like the citizens of Uzbekistan or Tajikistan. Combined with the fact that
Kyrgyz citizens do not have such a pressure for immediate registration or length of legal
stay, this makes a big difference for the ontological security among Kyrgyz.

The Kyrgyz are also arriving in Russia increasingly as families. Even though there are
no particular ‘Kyrgyz towns’ in Russia (vs. China towns elsewhere in the world), Kyrgyz
are known of their ‘ethnic spaces’ with specific Kyrgyz infrastructure including cafes,
restaurants, sports and night clubs, and medical centres (Varshaver E., Rocheva A., 2014;
Varshaver E., Rocheva A., Kochkin E., Kuldina E., 2014)". That so-called ‘parallel city’
not only indicates a certain indifference for integration but also a very rich ethnic dynamics
where Kyrgyz can survive and enjoy services within the community, in Kyrgyz. The familiar
smells and tastes in cafés (Virkkunen J., 2013), combined with other activities, may help
in everyday practical and emotional issues, and feeling of security, far away from Kyrgyzstan.
However, a rather strong social control within the Kyrgyz community may also lead to a
very controlled living context and in-group violence, especially, against women?. From
the ontological security perspective, the tight in-group dynamics lead by some conservative
male leaders and so-called ‘Patriots’, does not only mean that a clear control of some
female migrants. It also means that Russia may function as a liberating and empowering
context for migrants from conservative families.

Conclusion

Many Central Asian migrants in Russia live in precarious conditions with shady over-
crowded flats, uncertain employment conditions or utterly unclear work and residence
status. Combined with the tightening economic situation, collapse of the rouble and the
ambivalent legislation setting the legal context for stay, the migrants’ integration and
feeling of safety and security in the new countries of residence are certainly influenced.
These create concrete moments of difficulty but, significantly, also affect the migrants
way of conceptualising their relation to ‘home’ but also to everyday but also the way they
are able to trust and create a feeling of safety that give them (and not only migrants) hope
and courage against various everyday threats, pressures and fears, in relation with the
surrounding communities.

The membership of the Eurasian Economic Union ensures the citizens of Armenia,
Belarus, Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan a special status that may guarantee more equal

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salaries and working conditions with locals. Other citizens of the CIS have a possibility
to receive a work licence with some practical and financial effort, which means that not
nearly as many migrants have actually legalized themselves as planned. They are as much
subjected to possible deportations and administrative re-entry bans as earlier, leaving
them in a possible state of limbo ‘at home’. As agreed by a number of experts, including
the IOM, these may subject migrants to serious insecurities and vulnerabilities such as
exploitation by unverified mediators and manipulations by criminal and extremist
networks. Therefore, it would be important for the states and international organisations
to ensure a long-term solution both for migrant’ rights in Russia and some future
perspectives in Central Asia.
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Abstract. Gypsies are not an isolated group, they have a multifaceted identity and national
individuality. In order to identify the nature and determinants of Roma migrations, they should be
given attention as an ethnically specific community. Roma migration in the past and in the present are
dictated by the collective strategies in response to current political and economic changes. Deceptive
inconsistency of Gypsy migrations is explained by the heterogeneity of the Roma communities
themselves and is manifested in various ways in different countries. Currently, the main participants of
the migration are not a community of nomads, but the representatives of the settled Roma communities.
The reason for this situation is the significant increase of integration of Roma in the countries of Eastern
Europe. This leads to the inclusion of Roma in global migration processes.

Introduction

In recent years, the Refugee Crisis has emerged as a major challenge before the united
Europe, which threats its unity and even questioned the future existence of the very
Union. However, this crises does not remove but rather compliment other serious issues
faced by the European Union, including the issue of integration of migrants and on the
first instance the “Roma inclusion” into the societies of European Union countries
(including countries such as Western Balkans and Turkey, which are in one or another
way associated to EU).

Gypsies in Eastern Europe

Immediately after breaking down of the so-called socialist camp the fate of the Gypsies
in former communist countries attracted attention of wide circle of personalities and
institutions from the West, such as policy makers, human rights advocated, NGO and
foundations and individual scholars as well and very quickly various in scale, direction
and content initiatives for improving their situation were inducted. The Gypsies started
be called Roma, which is considered now the only one politically correct term. After the
accession of most of countries of the former Soviet bloc to the European Union, the so-
called “Roma issue” has become, from a problem specific for the Eastern European
countries in transition, one of the leading themes in pan-European public space. At the
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backdrop of this public interest there are the mass migrations of Gypsies from East to
West and the efforts were directed towards improvement of their human rights situation,
introduction of antidiscrimination laws. This was thought will pave road to integration,
which will make Roma stay in their countries of origin. The failure of national integration
policies towards the Gypsies in Eastern Europe became a failure of national integration
policies towards the Gypsies in Western Europe as well. After more than two decades it
is already clear that there is a complete failure in policies for Gypsies inclusion on a pan-
European level. At the end, the contemporary policies of inclusion don’t lead either to
a decrease in rate of Gypsy migration, nor to Gypsies integration in their home countries
or host countries, and if there is successful Gypsies migrants’ inclusion it is in spite, not
because of the policies.

In our previous publications we offered explanation of this at first glance shocking
conclusion reviewing the main patterns of the Gypsy migrations from Eastern to Western
Europe. (Marushiakova, Popov, 2015). In order to better understand the historical and
modern patterns of Gypsy migrations also the specifics of Gypsies as an ethnic community
and their historical fate should be taken into account too. The Gypsies, whose historical
areal are the countries of Central, Eastern and Southeastern Europe, are non-homogeneous
socio-cultural unit and that is hierarchically structured on different taxonomical levels.
They are descendants of early (at least a thousand years ago) migrants from Indian
subcontinent and have existed for centuries in a social structure, which we defined as an
‘Inter-group Ethnic Formation’; this community is divided into a number of separate
groups, subgroup divisions, and meta-group units, each with its own social and cultural
features (Marushiakova, Popov, 2008, 2013). The Gypsies speak different dialects of their
language, known as Romanes or Romani language (Matras Y., 2002), profess different
religions (mainly different Christian denominations and Islam, and in the recent years
there has been a stormy expansion of various new Protestant denominations), and are
characterized by quite diverse ethno-cultural parameters. Many of them no longer speak
Romanes and have accepted other basic languages (Turkish, Albanian, Romanian,
Hungarian, Ukrainian, etc.), and are with preferred ethnic identity (i.e. they prefer to
identify as another ethnicity, e.g. as Turks, Greeks, Romanians, Hungarians, etc.
(Marushiakova, Popov, 2013, 2015). Some of them also even try to create their own new,
entirely different ethnic identity, such as the Balkan Egyptians and A kali in the countries
of former Yugoslavia and Albania (Marushiakova, Popov, 2001, 2013).

These communities are constructed on different hierarchical levels, and depending
of different kinds of factors and in different context, one or another of these levels could
be main, leading and determining. To the each level corresponds respective identity, thus
the Gypsies are characterized by multidimensional identities. Different dimensions of
these identities can be performed as subgroup, group, metagroup, or at the national or
supranational levels. Together with this community ethnic identity all Gypsies units possess
also national identity, a feeling of belonging to the civic nation of the state which citizens
they are, or in migration, which have been in the recent past (Marushiakova, Popov, 2008,
2013).

The Gypsies are not a hermetically isolated and self-sufficient social and cultural
system. They have always existed at least in two dimensions, or in two coordinate plans.
This fundamental principle is based on the juxtaposition “community — society” which
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should be understand as relations between two simultaneously existing typological
phenomena intertwined in one inseparable unity. In this case, ‘community’ means the
Gypsies as an Inter-group ethnic formation, clearly distinguished from its surrounding
population; and ‘society’ means the Gypsies as part of the respective nation-state, which
citizens and ethnically-based integral part the Gypsies are (Marushiakova, Popov, 2008).
In order to reveal the nature of the processes of Gypsy migrations the attention should
be paid to them as ethnically specific community, that at the same is an integral part and
constituent element of their respective civic nations (Marushiakova, Popov, 2013).

In the Gypsies’ history, after their arrival in Europe from India and their stay for several
centuries on, their migrations have formed a repetitive pattern (Matras Y., 2000) in which
we can distinguish some big and several smaller migration waves, where they have crossed
state borders, dispersed in new territories, and reclaimed new social and economic spaces
(Marushiakova, Popov, 2006). The Gypsy migrations in the past and nowadays are driven
by the demand for collective strategies in response to the ongoing political and economic
changes, and they appear to be more or less non-coherent in practice, due to heterogeneity
of the Gypsy communities and since the situation in various countries is different
(Marushiakova, Popov, 2008).

In the history of the Gypsies after their arrival from the Indian subcontinent to Europe,
there were three big waves of migration. About first two migration wave, which were
predominantly movement of communities of service nomads, we wrote extensively
elsewhere (Marushiakova, Popov, 2008, 2012).

The current third migration wave began in the 1960s and continued to the present
(Marushiakova, Popov, 2006; Reyniers A., 1999). It could be defined as one common
migration wave, in spite of its non-homogeneity and different main characteristics along
the years. The nature of this third wave is different in comparison with the first two waves.
In contrast to the previous two waves, the main bearer of the migration today are no
longer the communities of nomads, but representatives of settled Gypsies communities,
and the formers nomads, sedentarised in the times of socialism, are only a less significant
part of it. The reasons for this change is primarily the increased degree of social integration
of Gypsies in countries of Eastern Europe, leading to the inclusion of Gypsies in the
general migration processes flowing within the societies of which they are an integral
part.

In the frames of this third wave we can distinguish following four types of migration:
‘Gastarbeiter’ from Yugoslavia; Political and quasi-political asylum seekers; Refugees
from war and ethnic cleansing in the former Yugoslavia; Transborder labor mobility within
the European Union. These four basic types of migrations often fully or only partially
overlap as chronology. They are not unchangeable, one type could transfer to another,
and in the end eventually all four types may lead to permanent settlement of Gypsies
from Eastern in Western Europe (Marushiakova, Popov, 2013).

Types of Gypsies migration

Itis this very variability that unites all these types of Gypsies migration into one separate
wave. Another, even more important reason, which enable their categorization into one
pattern is the fact that all these type of migration bear a common feature of “post-
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modernity”. If we are using the categories of the aforementioned distinction of Gypsies
as a ‘community’ and ‘society’, in the third wave of migration dominates migrating of
Gypsies as a ‘society’, i.e. as an integral (though ethnically detached) part of the general
migratory flows from the countries of Eastern Europe to the West (mainly to the Western
Europe, and in smaller number to USA and Canada as well). Individual cases of Gypsies,
migrating as part of the society, appeared occasionally already in times of the second
migration wave, but now this is a predominant pattern. After EU accession of most
countries in Eastern Europe and the fall of the visa obligations the processes of trans-
border labor mobility (already legal) was accepted in masse. The countries preferred by
the migrants from individual Southeastern and Central European countries are different,
as are the ways of legalization, preferred occupation and so on, but in any case, the
Gypsies’ migration mirror the mainstream migration wave which encompasses all Europe
(Marushiakova, Popov, 2013).

In conditions of the migration, when Gypsies from Eastern Europe remain permanently
settled in Western Europe and turn into local citizens, they preserve themselves as a Gypsy
community, but at the same time they remain (at least for now) linked to national migrant
diasporas of the relevant countries of origin. Moreover, Gypsies in migration maintained
a much higher level contacts with their respective national diasporas than with Gypsy
migrants from other countries or with Gypsies from their host countries. Specific case
are Gypsy communities with preferred Turkish identity from Bulgaria, who in the
conditions of emigration are using networks of migrants from Turkey for settling in host
countries (mainly in Germany, Netherlands and Belgium) and are striving for melting
with Turkish migrant diaspora in these countries (Marushiakova, 2014). We named this
type of movement when Gypsies move to other countries, as inseparable part of the
society, an “invisible” or “hidden” Roma migration. In fact, in this case more appropriate
would be to speak about not about migration but about labor mobility, at least in case of
Gypsies from Eastern European countries which are already members of European Union
and de-jure are using the rule of free movement in Europe. Paradoxically, in spite of the
fact that this “invisible” Roma migration is about the majority of them, no general public,
nor policy makers, nor even most academics seen to be aware of it.

Parallel to this there are still cases, however, not so numerous, when Gypsies migrate
as separate ethnic community and are highly visible in public sphere. The beginning of
these processes was in the end of the 1980s, when in Germany, under the active influence
of human rights organizations a public campaign for legalization the statute of the Gypsies,
migrants from Yugoslavia started, however perceived them not as Yugoslavian citizens,
but as a separate community (Matras'Y., 1998; 2000). The theme of violated human rights
of the minorities and the discrimination of the Gypsies in Eastern Europe gives new
political dimensions to the attempts of Gypsies to migrate from these countries, trying
to receive political shelter in different countries in Western Europe (as well as in USA
and Canada) as persecuted in their countries communities. These migrations (or attempts
for migration) are uneven in scale, chronology, and country of origin and heading, and
are in dependence of different circumstances. Such are for instance the attempts of
Gypsies from Bulgaria and Romania to receive political asylum in Germany in 1991-
1993; the emigration of Gypsies from Poland and the Baltic states to Great Britain during
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the second half of the 1990s; the emigration of Gypsies from Czech Republic, Slovakia
and Hungary to Canada, which stated to receive bigger and bigger dimensions after 1997;
the entrance of Gypsies from Czech Republic and Slovakia to Great Britain in 1997 and
later, in Belgium and Finland during 1999-2000, etc. (Grill J., 2011; 2012; Klimova 1.,
Pickup A., 2000; Kotvanova A., Szep A., 2002; Kovats A., 2002; Vidra Z., 2013). The
end of these type of migration occurs following European Union accession of the Eastern
European countries and now the only country continuing to accept (although reluctantly)
Gypsies as refugees remains Canada.

The case with Gypsy refugees from former Yugoslavia is more specific, but it is also a
form of migration of Gypsies as a separate community. After the collapse of the country,
as a result of the following wars and ethnic cleansing, big groups of Gypsies migrated
westwards. The first migration currents were in the beginning of the 1990s when during
the Bosnia war (1992—1995) many Gypsies headed towards Italia. Especially huge were
the migrations from Kosovo after the NATO bombing of Serbia in 1999 and the following
ethnic cleansing, carried out by the local Albanians, when many ‘Roma, Egyptians and
Ashkali’ (according to the accepted terminology) were forced to leave the province and
to escape to Serbia and Montenegro and Macedonia, where they live under the status of
IDP (Internally Displaced Persons). Many of them manage to reach Western Europe
(mainly Germany), where they also remain with unclear status and are under the
continuous threat to be deported back to Kosovo, in spite the fact that the international
forces and local authorities there are unable to assure their safety. In Italy all these Gypsy
refugees automatically were declared to be “nomads” and according to these criteria they
were exempt from the programs for integration of other refugees and migrants and were
directly accommodated in the so-called “campi nomadi”'.

The migrations of Gypsies as a “community” received new forms and dimensions
after 2001, after the fall of visa restrictions for most of the countries in Eastern Europe.
In their vast majority the bearers of the new migration strategy are parts of Gypsies from
Romania. They are heading towards Italy, France, Spain and Portugal, and in smaller
numbers also to Great Britain, Ireland and Nordic countries. They are using centuries-
old tactics for earning their living: begging on the street of big towns. Because of their
way of earning their living and specific women’s dress, they are visible in the eyes of
surrounding population of accepting them countries and so they are transformed into
the stereotyped image of the Gypsies migrants as a whole (Marushiakova, Popov, 2013).
In this way the migrations of Romanian Gypsies are more “visible” for the local authorities
and the media, while other Gypsy migrants, for example the Bulgarian Gypsies in Italy,
remain largely away from (and mostly unknown) the public interest of researchers and
authorities (Zahova S., 2013). In academia as well in policy on local, national and
supranational level these visible Roma are equated to the refugees and forced migrants.
Both categories are conceived as ‘vulnerable migrants’ that need to be protected and
main practical efforts of the institutions is to distinguish between ‘fake’ and ‘real’ vulnerable
ones among them, to understand to whom of them should be applied the asylum and
refugee norms, how to secure their place of living in a way which will not make burden

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to specific localities. Another issue is the responsibility for solving their numerous problems
and there is observed kind of competition between different stakeholders of care givers
from one side and decision maker on different levels starting from local authorities,
individual states or and transnational institutions. In the end the visible Roma migrants
attract humanitarian assistance and are put under a strong patronizing approach.

In direct relation to this is the question about the causes of Gypsy migrations. In
various scholarly works we found different answers from stereotypical, romanticizing
explanation, e.g. Roma migrations are “way of maintaining their freedom and cultural
vitality” to underlining the issues of poverty and discrimination. As follow up we can see
conclusions, like e.g. “[| Roma migrants are] caught in this vicious circle, unable to trust
either western or eastern European societies, individual applicants are confronted with
a choice between coming to terms with a long-term clandestine existence, and adopting
an attitude of non-cooperation-in-principle with the majority or gadje society” (Matras Y.,
2000). In the majority of cases, however, the reality is different — the causes of Gypsy
migration in the West are the same like for surrounding population — the hard social and
economic crisis of the time of the transition. High unemployment rate especially among
the Gypsies and increase of antigypsyism and discriminatory attitudes are just additional
factors pushing Gypsies to migrate and increase the size of mobility. And in this migration
as well as in adapting to host country Gypsies cooperate closely with representatives of
the majority societies from their countries of origin and from host countries too.

Having in mind that majority of Gypsies today migrate in majority cases as part of the
society of their countries of origin we can disclose the main reason for migration to the
West today, for both Gypsies and non-Gypsies as well. This appears on the first place to
be the huge difference in the living standards in East and West. In certain occupations
the ratio between the salaries in East and West can reach 1:10 and even more, and when
speaking about the size of social welfare that is possible to receive in the West it exceeds
in some cases the amount of any wages in the countries of origin of the migrants. So it is
completely understandable that the Gypsies, including those with good qualifications,
are an integral part of the national migration flows in the West. Even hypothetically if we
imagine that all social and economic problems which are specific for Gypsies in Eastern
Europe disappear and they will become truly equal with majority, this will not change
their life strategies oriented at migration in the West (or will change them only to a minor
degree). In this sense, all EU programs and projects that are implemented in Eastern and
Western Europe, aimed at limiting only the Gypsies migrations to the West and not to
equalizing the living standards in both part of Europe are doomed to failure.

The outcomes of the current Gypsy migration to the West have different dimensions.
On the one hand, the migrating Gypsy families who settle permanently in the Western
European countries, who are already part of the huge “invisible” migration from the
East, are mitigating the continuing dependency of western European market structures
on low-skilled or skilled immigration workers thus in the end is profitable for the West.
On the other hand, in results of migration, in Eastern Europe remain to live mostly
marginalized parts of the local Gypsy communities, unable to migrate with low social
literacy and without any qualification. This further complicates and undermines the
efforts for their successful social integration. In this situation, development prospects of
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the Gypsy migration from East to West is difficult to predict, especially in the more distant
future, but it is clear already now that they affect particularly negatively the Gypsies who
stay in their homelands.

Conclusion

This situation poses new challenges for the United Europe. It turns out that the united
Europe cannot provide social integration of a significant parts of its citizens (in European
official documents the number of 10—12 million Roma living in Europe is quoted). And
problems with their integration are encountered in the East (it is explained as a legacy of
socialism), but increasingly also in the West. Attempts to limit the Gypsy migrations in
the West and the transfer of responsibility for social integration of Roma on countries in
Eastern Europe. In case of Eastern European countries which are already members of
European Union this actually constitutes a breach of a fundamental principle upon which
is built aunited Europe — the free movement of people, goods and capitals. The adoption
of the European Framework of National Roma Inclusion Strategies 2011, which obliges
EU member states to develop their national strategies for solving the problems of Roma
did not lead to any real consequences. And something more — it cannot lead to any
positive change in situation when the most active part of their communities is pushed to
migration. Therefore, the prospects for social integration of Roma in European Union
are not encouraging at all, they are just on the contrary (Marushiakova, Popov, 2015).
The prospects for integration of Roma who originate from countries apart of European
Union are even more desperate.

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Annotation: Emigration from Russia led to the forcing and expansion of Russian-speaking
communities in various countries of the world. The Russian-speaking audience is very large and
represents a large segment of some national economies. The example of some countries of the world
(the USA, Thailand, Australia, and European countries) explores a new social phenomenon — the
“Russian-speaking” economy, which occupies an important place in the life of Russian-speaking
communities and includes a system of institutions, infrastructure and economic relations between their
representatives, based on the use and dominance of the Russian language. Newly arrived immigrants
from Russia and the countries of the former USSR are integrated into host societies, acquiring first
experience of work and living in new conditions more often in the “Russian-speaking” economy.
Russian-speaking communities are expanding due to a constant supply of immigration from Russia —
it is not just new workers, but also buyers of goods and consumers of services. In some cases, the
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development of a “Russian-speaking” (ethnic) economy combined with other factors is a stimulus for
migration from Russia to host countries.

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Abstract: This paper analyses the participation of Paraguayan migrant men in the forestry labor
market of the Parana River Delta. Although forestry is not the principal activity in which these migrants
work in Argentina, this case is relevant to show the way in which discrimination mechanisms based on
ethno-national stereotypes make cheap foreign labor available. At first, based on the last Argentine
Population Census, we show that Paraguayans are the most important migrant group in Argentina.
Second, we describe the socio-demographic features of the Paraguayan population in the Parana River
Delta, and compare them with the trends in other places of destination in Argentina. Finally, based on
our ethnographic research developed in the Delta, we analyze the labor hierarchies of forestry production;
local discrimination discourses against Paraguayans; migratory networks that make these laborers
available; and their working and living conditions. We argue that the expansion and profitability of
forestry production in the Parana River Delta is enabled by this segmented labor market that assigns
migrant young men to the lowest positions of the labor hierarchy.

Paraguayan migration to Argentina

Paraguayan is nowadays the most important migrant group in Argentina, followed by
the Bolivian and the Peruvian ones. These three regional migrations are part of the wider
migratory system in the Southern Cone of South-America within which Argentina is the
main country of reception (Pizarro, 2016).

Paraguayan migrations to Argentina have taken place even before the conformation
of both countries at mid 19" Century. Paraguayan population in Argentina has always
been less than 1,5% of the total population in the country, and more than the 8% of the
total in Paraguay (Bruno, 2013).

In 2010, according to the last Argentine Population Census, it was 1,37% of the total
population of Argentina; 66,22 % of the foreign population in Argentina; 44,23% of the
total population born in neighbor countries in Argentina; and 8,54% of the total population
of Paraguay. The annual growth rate of Paraguayan population in Argentina between
Census periods shows that these percentages have steadily grown since 1991 (Table 1).

Between 1869 and 1947, Paraguayans have mainly migrated to the North-East
Argentine Provinces located in the border with Paraguay, where they worked in agriculture.
Buenos Aires City (capital of Argentina) and in the Province of Buenos Aires became
the most important places of destination at mid 20" Century, though Paraguayans have
also been registered there in since 1869. Their concentration in these areas has increased
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and, in 2010, 85,9% of the Paraguayan population in Argentina lived there. Besides,
Paraguayan population in North-East Argentina is gentrified in contrast with that in the
City and the Province of Buenos Aires, where it concentrates within the economically
active age range (Bruno, 2013).

Table 2 shows that, since 1991, the main places of destination of Paraguayans have
been the North-East Provinces, the City of Buenos Aires and Province of Buenos Aires
which includes several districts that are part of the Metropolis of the City of Buenos Aires

(Table 2).

The change in the distribution of the Paraguayan population in Argentina and the
increase in the amount of exiles and labor emigrants in Paraguay are correlated with the
Paraguayan civil war of 1947; the beginning of a long-standing dictatorship in 1954; and
the aggravation of a socio-economic crisis that produced the impoverishment of many
country people at Paraguay (Bruno, 2013; Halpern, 2009). Although the majority of
Paraguayan migrants in Argentina come from peasant rural or peri-urban areas, most of
them live in urban areas.

According to Argentine Population Census 2010, 75,39% of Paraguayan migrants live
in the Metropolitan Area of Buenos Aires City. Their main economic activities are
construction for men (31,4% of Paraguayan migrant working men in Argentina), and
domestic services for women (58 % of Paraguayan migrant working women). Feminization
is significant: the sex ratio of the Paraguayan population in Argentina is 79,7 (Bruno,
2013).

Construction and domestic services are gender and ethno-national segmented labor
markets where Paraguayan men and women are stereotyped as the most suitable workers
(Bruno, 2013; del Aguila, 2014; Pacceca, Courtis, 2008; Vargas, 2005; among others).
This mechanism of race/cultural discrimination naturalizes the ethnicization of the
production relationships, since Paraguayans are assigned to the lowest positions of labor
hierarchies (Pizarro, 2016; Pizarro and Straccia, 2015).

On the one hand, Paraguayans -together with Bolivians, Peruvians, Chinese and
Koreans- are considered non desired migrants according to Argentine socio-cultural
classifications of the otherness. On the other hand, long-standing kinship social networks
help them to economically and emotionally undergo the first stage of migration; and to
find a job.
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Paraguayan migrants in a rural area of the province of buenos aires

As said above, the main features of Paraguayan population in Argentina are:
concentration in urban areas (mainly in the Metropolitan Area of Buenos Aires City);
feminization; and domestic services and construction as the main economic activities of
women and men. Thus, the participation of Paraguayan migrants in an agricultural labor
market in the Province of Buenos Aires is outstanding.

According to our research in an area of the Parana River Delta located in that Province,
most of the forestry workers are Paraguayan men. The labor market demand has been
steadily supplied by these migrants since the 1990s (Pizarro and Straccia, 2015; Pizarro,
2016).

The forestry plantations where they work are located in a territory administrated by
two sub-provincial jurisdictions: the Districts of Campana and San Fernando. The socio-
demographic features of the Paraguayan population in both Districts contrast with the
general trends of the whole Paraguayan population in Argentina.

Paraguayans are the 2,62% of the total population in the District of San Fernando.
This percentage is similar to that of the Province of Buenos Aires (2,67%), and it stands
between those of Argentina (1,37%) and of Buenos Aires City (3,20%) (Table 3). This
might be due to two facts, among others. First, this District is part of the Metropolitan
Area of the City of Buenos Aires. Second, its urbanized area is remarkably populated; in
contrast with the Delta area of the District, which is less populated although it is quite
bigger. Many of the Paraguayans in this District work in urban areas, the same as in the
City of Buenos Aires and its Metropolitan Area.

On the contrary, that percentage of the Paraguayan population of the total population
in the District of Campana is considerably lower: 0,87% (Table 3). This might be due to
the following reasons, among others. This District is not part of the Metropolitan Area
of the City of Buenos Aires and that the demands of construction and domestic service
labor markets are not so high. Besides, it provides fewer social services than the Metropolitan
Area of the City of Buenos Aires, and its way of life is not so attractive to migrants wishing
to live in a modern and European-like city, as Buenos Aires is thought of by many Latin
American migrants.

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Sex ratio in both Districts is higher than in other places of destination in Argentina
where feminization is remarkable: 83,68 in Campana and 82,99 in San Fernando (Table 3).

Unfortunately, the statistical areas of the Argentine Population Census within the
Districts do not coincide with the areas comprised by the Delta islands in neither of both
districts. Nevertheless, the distribution of Paraguayans in the urban', rural® and rural
dispersed® areas, show the relevance of those living in the latter (Table 4).

These areas refer to the Delta islands since there are not any villages or towns, houses
are considerably separated of each other, and there are very few inhabitants per km?.
Since there are not any other areas in neither of both Districts with such a landscape, it
can be inferred that data regarding rural dispersed population refers to people living in
those islands.

It is interesting to note the gender and age structure of the census designated rural
dispersed Paraguayan population in both Districts. The sex ratio in the District of Campana
is 178,13, and 261,29 in the District of San Fernando. Besides, 88,76% of the Paraguayans
in the former district are within the economically active range, while 84,82 % in the latter.
Thus, it can be assumed that forestry is the main economic activity of Paraguayan men
in the Delta islands comprised in both jurisdictions.

Paraguayans in the forestry labor market in the Parana River Delta

Willow and poplar wood for paper industry, pellets and furniture in the Parana River
Delta is mainly produced in the islands of the Districts of Campana and San Fernando.
This agricultural activity has steadily expanded since the 1950s and is nowadays the main
one. There are four important forestry companies which own very large plantations, and
monopolize the transport and trading of the production of less capitalized local forestry
farmers (Pizarro, 2016; Pizarro, Straccia, 2015).

One of the reasons why forestry has become a mono-activity is the existence of a
segmented labor market. During the 1970s and 1980s, workers used to be local people
and domestic migrants coming from nearby Provinces. Paraguayan young men have
gradually substituted them since the 1990s.

These foreign migrants are hired in the lowest positions of labor hierarchies which do
not require specific qualifications. Middle positions are mainly occupied by domestic

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migrants who handle agricultural machinery. Argentine professionals, former non qualified
workers who have accumulated experience and social capital, or farmers’ relatives generally
supply upper positions such as foremen, managers and executives.

According to local common sense, Paraguayan workers are the most suitable for hard,
force requiring tasks such as handling machetes and chainsaws used to prune, harvest
and plant trees. It is believed that they have a remarkable “working culture” due to their
peasant background and that they are strong and resistant because of their “indigenous
blood”. These race/culture biased arguments naturalize xenophobic discrimination and
justify precarious working and living conditions.

Before 2004, the Argentine Migration Law was extremely restrictive and did not
recognize migrants’ rights. Moreover, those defined as illegal foreigners were subject to
be deported. At that time, many Paraguayans accepted low wages, informal contracts
and precarious working and living conditions because they were undocumented. But
nowadays many still do the same; even when Argentine regulations do not criminalize
irregular migrants any more, proceedings to regularize migrant status are not so difficult,
migrants coming from neighboring countries are not required visas or working permits,
and the exchange rate between Argentine and Paraguayan money has not been so profitable
for them between 2001 and 2015.

Paraguayan men still accept informal work contracts and low wages because of several
reasons. Poverty in their places of origin is usually extreme. Therefore, a low wage in
Argentina might make a great difference in the social reproduction of the relatives at their
homeland. Besides, as many people born in peasant areas of other Latin American
countries, they idealize Argentine modern and European way of life. Finally, not every
Paraguayan migrates to find a job; some also want to save money in order to pay their
studies or to visit those acquaintances that had migrated before, among other motivations.

Migratory networks might explain the continuous migration of Paraguayan men to
the Parana River Delta. Many are called by a relative or a friend who gives them the
money to buy the tickets -or even goes to their homeland to pick them up- and helps
them to find a job.

Forinstance, one of the Paraguayan forestry workers we interviewed during our research
had been called by a cousin approximately in 1990, and was hired in the plantation where
his relative worked. He kept on working seasonally even when his cousin quitted. He
came and went across the border for several years, returning periodically to the rural
village where he was born.

He fall in love with a women there, but kept on traveling to work in forestry in the
Paran River Delta. After some years he convinced her of getting married and they went
together to the islands. Even though she did not like the place at first, they settled down
and had three children. He continued working in forestry but she was not able to find a
job because there are scarce jobs for women and she had to bring up her children.

He began bringing relatives and friends from his village at Paraguay when his boss
needed seasonal workers. Other farmers asked him to do the same for them, since he was
known to be reliable and they believed that the men he brought were very good laborers.

He was paid for the work of the teams he managed, and distributed the earnings among
the laborers while he kept a percentage for himself. This deal, together with his own wage
as a permanent laborer, has enabled him to save enough money during the last years to
buy a four-wheel truck and some land in Paraguay. In February, 2016, his brother, six
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brothers in law, and many other men from his homeland were part of his several teams
working in different plantations.

Paraguayan laborers’ living conditions differ depending on the size of the plantation
where they are hired. Those who work in forestry companies generally live in relatively
well equipped houses and they have formal work contracts that guarantee their labor
rights, though they are not provided health insurance. It must be remarked that this was
not the case some years ago. The amelioration of working and living conditions in these
companies might be due to two facts. On the one hand, state inspections of labor conditions
as well as fiscal obligations have increased during the last ten years. On the other hand,
the companies are nowadays wishful to achieve certain standards to certify Good Forestry
Practices, which include the good quality of working and living conditions.

Nevertheless, ethno-national discrimination still occurs even in those companies that
may fulfill those requirements. For instance, in one of the forestry companies we visited,
workers live in different kind of houses according not only to their labor position but also
to their nationality. The best ones are for local people or domestic migrants that work as
foremen or handle machinery, while Paraguayans live in older, smaller and not so
comfortable houses.

Regarding the living conditions of those Paraguayans working in small forestry farms,
their bosses usually lend them old, precarious and small houses as part of the work contract.

This is also the case in forestry companies, as it turns out of the following example.
At the beginning of 2016, during an extraordinary flow that periodically occur in the
islands, the only families that had to be evacuated were those of two Paraguayans who
work in forestry companies. The houses were in very bad conditions and had no protections
against flood, even though both companies wish to certificate Good Forestry Practices.

Farmers are fond of Paraguayans because they think that there would be no forestry
activity if it was not for their eagerness to work hard. Nevertheless, these labor migrants
are stereotyped as criminals and dangerous. This might be related to Argentine common
sense prejudices not only during the 1990s, when they were considered illegal migrants,
but also nowadays as they are associated to drugs and people trafficking.

But there is another reason that must be also taken into account. The Parana River
Delta has been considered an inhospitable and isolated area until recent years. It was
thought to be a very suitable hiding place for either native or migrant malefactors escaping
from justice. Local people say that during the 1990s illegal Paraguayans did not work in
urban areas because it was too risky, while there were almost no state controls in the Delta
because of its isolation.

Nowadays, local people still discriminate against Paraguayans arguing that they are
criminals even though Argentine Migratory Law 2004 does not criminalize undocumented
migrants. Nevertheless, forestry companies and farmers still hire them, since they provide
very cheap working force.

Conclusions

Paraguayan migration is nowadays the most important in Argentina. It has taken place
since at least mid 19" Century, and has steadily increased during the last 25 years.
Paraguayans tend to concentrate in urban areas, mainly in the Metropolitan Area of
Buenos Aires City; women migrants predominate over men; women mainly work in
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domestic services and men in construction. Although forestry production is not their
principal economic activity, their participation in that labor market in the Parana River
Delta is an interesting case that shows the way in which discrimination mechanisms based
on ethno-national stereotypes make cheap foreign labor available.

Based in the analysis of the Argentine Population Census 2010, we have showed that
the socio-demographic features of the Paraguayan population that live in the Districts of
Campana and San Fernando, where the forestry area of the Parana River Delta is located,
are quite different from the main trends at the national level. As much as the available
statistical data allow, we have argued that the majority of Paraguayan people in these
Districts are men that live and work in the forestry area.

Finally, our ethnographic research results show that local discourses against Paraguayan
workers assign them certain cultural and biological attributes that naturalize race
discrimination and justify their precarious working and living conditions. We explained
how migration networks contribute to exploitation by providing laborers that accept low
wages, harsh tasks and informal working conditions. We also described the precarious
dwellings which are lent to Paraguayan workers by the owners of the forestry companies
and farms where they are hired.

Briefly, we have argued that the forestry labor market in the islands of the Parana River
Delta comprised in the Districts of Campana and San Fernando of the Province of Buenos
Aires is segmented by ethno-national discrimination, and assigns Paraguayan men to the
lowest positions of labor hierarchies. In this way, these migrants are the cheap working
force that enables the expansion and profitability of forestry production in the area.
