The article
shows the current trends in the foreign trade sector of the Republic of Korea, conducted a factor
analysis and identified the causes and directions of shifts in the structure of foreign trade of the
Republic of Korea. However, along with the indisputable successes, the Republic of Korea is also
experiencing problems in the field of foreign trade. The author concludes that one of the most



important problems of the Republic of Korea's foreign trade sector is the decline in export and import
growth rates in 2000-2023. The article analyzes the commodity trade of the Republic of Korea in
2000-2023. based on the analysis of statistical data from UNCTAD.
