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Abstract. A new measure based on Triandis’s horizontal/vertical individualism-
collectivism cultural orientation was developed to assess perceived community culture though
the lens of horizontal individualism, vertical individualism, horizontal collectivism, and verti-

The calculated mean scores for each scale of cultural orientation must be centered
(i.e., subtract from the participant’s HI, VI, HC, VC values his average score calculated
for all items of this measure). This should lead to that these variables will be negatively
related to each other, i.e. represent that each of the cultural orientations is an alternative to

the remaining ones to a greater or lesser extent.
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
